Retiring

lawyer
reflectsona

career fighting
for justice

THE small town lawyer who helped jail Daniel
Morcombe’s killer is retiring. Peter Boyce, the
principal of Nambour firm Butler McDermott,
will call it a day on April 26.

MTr Boyce, 68, said his work in hunting down
Daniel’s killer, Brett Peter Cowan, highlighted
the best and worst in people and left him with
nothing but admiration for the Morcombes.

“The bad aspect, of course, is that Cowan’s
such a terrible person, a terrible criminal,” he
said. “The good is how Daniel’s parents took
up the challenge to get the message out about
child safety.

“It'll be 20 years since Daniel’s murder in
December, and here they are, going stronger
and better than ever. That’s been an abso-
lute miracle to see how Bruce and Denise
Morcombe have continued that awareness
program, and made sure that they’ve made a
difference, so families don’t have to go through
the terrible trauma that they’ve been through.

“You can never get over the loss of a child,
but you can try, as they have done, to do some-
thing that might make a difference.

“There’ll never be a day that they don’t miss
Daniel, but every day they can look back, and
say, ‘we’re making a difference to our society,
and keeping kids safe’.

“And for us in the community, it’s almost
unfathomable to think that, A, you could have
enough resilience to do it, but, B, to get up and
actually do it. They'’re things that you just can’t
imagine when you try and put yourself in their
position. But they’ve been mighty crusaders for
safety and children, and I'm sure they will be,
until the day they die.”

Mr Boyce has been a Partner at Butler
McDermott since July 1, 1977. He was awarded
an Order of Australia Medal in 2013 and says

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he “fell into law” 51 years ago.

One of the things that attracted him to law
was his “love for the fight”.

“There’s nothing like preparing a matter, get-
ting ready to go to trial, going to trial. And if it’s
successful, it’s a great feeling, a great day. And
if it’s not successful ... those are the days you
have to pick yourself up and get going again.

“Because there’s a lot of work goes into
preparing a matter. But, equally, it’s really
interesting and satisfying to go there and win.”

Speaking of fighting he said Nambour
was a town that had copped some blows but
would always bounce back.

for investment. It will happen, because if you
have a look at pricing on the coastal strip, it’s
becoming prohibitive for a lot of people. But
also Nambour has now got a lot of families,
new homes, so it’s going through that tran-
sition stage, and I think there’s lots going for
Nambour.

He said he would leave secure in the knowl-
edge he had done the best he could.

“Well, I know I've worked long hours and
hard, but one of the things is I also think that
I've been really lucky.

Our sweetest icon’s early
days captured in museum
display

IT was only through the foresight, enterprise
and determination of much-travelled Bill and
Lyn Tayor that the Sunshine Plantation was
built and opened in 1971.

It was said to be “the world’s first agri-
tourism venture”. So popular was it to become
that by June 1990, visitor numbers reached
10.02 million. Visitors included Kings and
Queens, heads of state and many V.I.P.s, but
perhaps the highlight was the visit of Prince
Charles and Princess Diana in 1993.

Their iconic photo in the Big Pineapple’s ¢
Nut Mobile’ was published around the world.

Locals brought all their friends and relations
while overseas and Australian visitors arrived
on tourist buses and enjoyed a ride in the train
which ran around the plantation highlighting
the area’s agriculture.

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Maleny
mourns Rex
Redding,
mechanical
maestro

that wasn't always the case. He was the

youngest of four brothers who lost both
their parents when the boys were still quite
young. As a lad, Rex certainly had it tough
growing up in Dalby.

At 13 he left school and became an appren-
tice mechanic. Rex had shown an extraordi-
nary aptitude for anything mechanical, and
this gift shaped much of his journey through
life.

With the support of his wife Wendy, a senior
nurse in Dalby, Rex ran a successful radiator
repair business.

Despite his limited formal education, they
raised two boys who both became successful
scientists. Rex was a well-known character in
the Dalby district, frequently assisting the local
shire on all sorts of infrastructure challenges.

Rex retired to Maleny with Wendy in 1998,
bringing with him a remarkable collection of
first-generation generators, some original and
some that were recreations. This collection
was donated to the Power Museum in Bris-
bane.

Rex used a well-equipped backyard work-
shop to create replicas of early automobiles,
beginning with an 1886 3-Wheeler Benz. This
was followed by another trifecta of early Benz,
all manufactured before 1900. Ford’s first auto,
an 1896 Quadricycle, scared the daylights out of
Biggles when it spluttered to life (https://youtu.
be/dgZ9e-0Aq10). His stable also included a
replica of the 1885 Daimler motorbike.

Rex attracted some equally brilliant friends
to help solve technical problems, including
Jack Warren who invented the aviation ‘black

box’. In fact, Jack lent Rex a Franklin Mint
Model of the 1886 Benz 3-Wheeler, his only
guide for Benz #1. (see photo).

His resourcefulness was both boundless
and unique. Barrel cleaners for 303 rifles were
transformed into spokes, a crowbar was repur-
posed as an axle, steel pipes became main-
frames, or were slit longitudinally to create
wheels. Rex delighted in providing his antique
cars to flavour Maleny events such as the 2005
centenary celebrations of IGA; or the 2015
Opening of the Golf Club’s “Golf as it Began”
first nine holes.

Rex’s recreations of the past are now on
display at Highfields Pioneer Village for future
generations to enjoy. Rex never forgot his
grandchildren with his yard transformed to
accommodate go-cart machines constructed to
meet their skills.

He was a familiar sight walking his two dogs
down the middle of Obi Lane, increasingly

He leaves his wife Wendy, sons Matthew and
Nicholas and families, along with many friends
in Maleny, Dalby and beyond.

SPEAK Up Now in conjunction with Maleny
Neighborhood Centre will host a commu-
nity gathering in Tesch Park next to the
Maleny Library on Wednesday evening May
10, to remember those who have died as a
result of domestic violence during the past
year.

People are asked to gather by 5pm for
5.15 when guest speakers will address the
community.

The candlelight ceremony will begin at
6pm and attendees will be invited to come
forward with LED candles and place them
in empty shoes representing those who
have died as a result of domestic violence
over the past year in Queensland. Candles
will be provided.

Following the ceremony, those who wish
may join the contemplative walk to the
Neighbourhood Centre in Bicentenary Lane
where there will be informal discussions,
and a barbecue.

A member of the community, herself a
survivor of domestic violence, said after
last year’s event that she had never been so
moved. “It helped me a lot to know that people
care, and that now victims are being taken
seriously,” she said.

Established in 2020 by the combined ser-
vices clubs of Quota, Zonta and Rotary, Speak
up Now aims to bring awareness of the chal-
lenges of domestic and family violence to the
community of the Blackall Range, according to
a spokesperson for the group.

“We aim to raise awareness and educate our
community about the effects of domestic and
family violence, how to identify the indicators
of the various forms of domestic and family
violence, and how to help victims find the
support they need.

“We have already published a booklet Dating
Without Violence for young people, and hope
this month to publish another free booklet on
elder abuse to follow on from three successful
forums we have held in Maleny.

“This evening is a tribute to those people
throughout Queensland who, tragically, have
not been able to be helped. It is hoped that
this community gathering is a way of making
sure they have not died in vain and that their
memory will empower others to find solutions,
and to speak up against it,” she said.

Former cabinet minister, Dr Karen Struthers
who will address the audience at the candlelight
ceremony.

Speakers will include Dr Karen Struthers,
CEO True Relationships and Reproductive
Health Queensland, Maria O’Brien repre-
senting Queensland Police Vulnerable Persons
Unit (VPU), Ashton Wood CEO of DV Safe
Phone, and local Sunshine Coast Councillor
Winston Johnston.

Dr Struthers brings wide-ranging skills to
her support for progressive policy, legal and
service reforms that counter male violence
and advance reproductive rights for women.

As Minister for Community Services,
Housing and Women in the Bligh Government
she initiated major reforms in the Domestic
Violence legislation.

CEO of DV Safe Phone, Ashton Wood says
the group’s aim is to get a safe phone into the
hands of every victim of domestic violence in
need.

Queensland Police Commissioner Katarina
Carroll initiated the Vulnerable Persons Unit in
2021 to deliver sustainable, effective and effi-
cient policing strategies to victims of domestic
violence and vulnerable persons.

THE old saying about the “weight of the world”
doesn’t just come from nowhere.

Many times, it’s an indicator of being overly
responsible. Hence the term ‘the weight of the
world on your shoulders’, what and who are
we being responsible for when it is not our
responsibility to take on?

The problem is that when we are over-re-

sponsible in one area we are being under or
irresponsible in another. The body communi-
cates this so very well.

When you have a massage with the aware-
ness of these things it's an opportunity to truly
feel just how much of a chest plate or suit of
armour you are wearing to protect you from
the daily onslaught.

While every client is different in their issue
and expression of that issue, the body remains
the same.

The body doesn’t complicate anything it just
says “Hey, you are running in nervous tension.
You are shutting down your sensitivity. Which
means I have to now carry around the weight
of this invisible chest plate which makes these
parts of my body contract and stay in that
position.”

Fore-warned is fore-armed: Club unveils high-tech

golf warning system

MALENY Golf Club has collaborated with

a local specialist in outback cattle-station
security to develop a new high-tech warning
system.

The system is designed to improve player
safety on two of the club’s holes with blind tee
shots.

Smart cameras on the 3rd and 4th transmit
a signal to a warning light which flashes red to
warn players teeing off that other players may
be in danger because they are standing within
the designated tee-shot landing zones.

The “Blind Shot” system created by Land
Watch Australia has also delivered valuable
productivity and course security bonuses at
Maleny.

Maleny Superintendent Mick McCombe said
the club was after a minimalist safety-solution
which did not rely on too much player effort.

“The location of the cameras also enables us
to remotely check on the progress of play and
make workflow decisions on when to water
greens and undertake other tasks without
having to physically go out and check,” Mick
said.

The cameras are programed to pivot at night
and will be linked with others to be installed
by LWA as part of an upgraded CCTV security
system covering the golf course and sur-
rounding Maleny community precinct.

Palwoods-based LWA Director and Sales
Manager John Hill said development of “Blind
Shot” over the past 12 months had evolved by
chance.

“The Club told us about their safety problem
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and we advised that we could certainly solve it
using the same technology we use to monitor
cattle movement in the outback, to monitor
player movements on the course instead,” John
said.

“These smart cameras can distinguish
between a human and a kangaroo or a bird and
we're now developing more advanced analytics
which can distinguish between a golf cart and
a person holding a club.”

Maleny Golf Club provided LWA with an
unexpected opportunity to develop, test and
refine “Blind Shot” until the product was ready
to be offered for sale into a national market
involving more than 1500 golf clubs around
Australia.

ONE night last week a call came from a lady in
Sydney. Her mother, who lived on the Sunshine
Coast, had hit a kangaroo in her vehicle.

Understandably distressed, she pulled her
car over to safety and called the first person to
come to mind.

Her daughter called another wildlife group
on the Sunshine Coast who recommended she
call WILVOS.

Our Hotliner managed the call beautifully,
ensuring all people and animals were cared for
very promptly.

Unfortu- -
nately with
adult kanga-
roos, they may
need to be
euthanized due
to serious com-
pound frac-
tures to their
legs. When a
motorist makes
this call it saves
an animal
incredible suf-
fering. Wildlife
have to do their
best to hide
their distress
and injuries, or predators will see them as easy
prey. Nevertheless, they feel pain the same
as we do, and this pain needs to be treated as
soon as possible. A phone call to a wildlife
group, with the location of impact, does not
take long.

I have had the privilege of babysitting
another little swamp wallaby joey for a week.

Each joey is such an individual - enter-
taining and always educational! Observation
of our native animals is a major part of wildlife
rehabilitation.

We like joeys to be reared in an environment
as close as possible to their wild habitat. That
is why they aren’t hopping around the house
like domestic cats and dogs. Once furred, the
grass, bushes, shelter and sunshine mean a
contented animal!

Friday 14 April saw an announcement
made regarding Beerburrum to Nambour
(B2N) rail.

Its name gives the impression that dupli-
cated rail is coming to Nambour.

But that isn’t the case.

Duplicated rail was promised to reach
Nambour by 2020.

That was back in 2005.

“Upgrade of the Landsborough to Nambour
section of corridor will be undertaken by 2020,
as part of the ... upgrades to the Sunshine Coast
rail network identified in South East Queensland
Infrastructure Plan and Program 2005 - 2025.
These upgrades include Caboolture to Lands-
borough ($480 million), CAMCOS upgrade
(Beerwah to Maroochydore $1 billion) and
Landsborough to Nambour ($500 million).”

QoN 1145 dated 11 August 2005.

Sunshine Coast News broke the latest bomb-
shell on Friday afternoon, citing a media
release from the state government.

At time of writing, eight days later, that
media release hasn’t been published.

I can kind of understand that - given the
State’s record on keeping promises.

It’s nothing to be proud of.

But you won’t find the Premier apologising
for the litany of broken commitments we’ve
suffered.

We deserve an apology and along with
that apology, reparations for the losses we’ve
suffered.

Rail duplication to Landsborough was orig-
inally promised in 2006, to be there by 2012.

That didn’t happen.

The Queensland government broke the
$300 million contract in 2009.

Then in June 2018, it was promised to
Landsborough and supposed to be finished
by 2024-25.

That timeline didn’t happen either, so it
was wonderful to get some new timelines ...

Beerburrum to Beerwah (B2B) rail duplica-
tion will be ‘shovel ready’ in 2024, and com-
pleted by 2027.

Praises be - we’ve a start date and end
date, weather, asteroid impacts and govern-
ment honesty notwithstanding.

Stage 1 B2B comprises: three bridges; removal
of three level crossings; expansion of park’n’rides
at Beerburrum, Landsborough and Nambour; a
bus interchange on the eastern side of Landsbor-
ough station and 13km heavy rail duplication to
approximately 1.5km north of Beerwah.

Thus ending 4km shy of its 9 June 2018
proclaimed destination.
RAIL Back on Track’s Robert Dow and I

had been raising concerns over the inaction.

So it was great to learn work was going to
start, albeit six years after being announced.

But because work stops 4km shy
of Landsborough, and the freight
improving loop extensions are part of the
already-compromised stage two, there
will be no improvement to the freight loop
bottleneck.

The Transport and Main Roads B2N web-
site stated in October 2021:

‘Full freight benefits will be realised in future
stages’ meaning the unfunded (stage two)
work.

That line has since been deleted from the
website.

Appropriate reparations:

* build the rail to where they [twice]
announced it would go (Landsborough);

- give us the nine extra trains (four south-
bound, five northbound) as promised by
Deputy Premier Jackie Trad at Woombye
Bowls Club in 2015.
