JON Coghill has fond memories of his Nam-
bour childhood: creek swims, after-school 
bike rides, and the playful challenges of 
dodging swooping magpies. 

“I used to walk home from school,” the 
former Powderfinger drummer said. “I lived 
up at Oxleigh Crescent just across from the 
Showgrounds there. And you’d get on your 
bike with your mate and just go. Nambour 
was one of those places where if you just 
had a couple of hours in the afternoon, you 
could do whatever you want.”

Petrie Creek was a particular favourite. 
“I used to go fishing in Petrie Creek,” he 
said. “I used to go swimming in a water 
hole down at the showgrounds. And it was 
one of the most fantastic places to grow up, 
because you could do whatever you want 
and you never really got into too much 
trouble. It was so much fun getting dived by 
a magpie or chased by a dog.” 

This Saturday will see Jon returning to Nam-
bour to promote the town on national TV. 

“It always feels familiar and feels nice to be 
back in Nambour,” he said. 

“I went to Nambour High School for 12 years. 
I started drumming when I was about 12. I 
think it was because my dad, he was a jazz 
musician, and they used to have band practice 
in the lounge room and I just used to go in and 
watch them play. 

“And then I went to Brissie to go to uni, but I 
still worked back at the Nambour Hospital and 
I worked at the Big Pineapple and places like 
that,” he recounted. 

And while he never joined a band in those 
days, music was always close to his heart. “I 
did play in a few musicals up in Mapleton with 
a group of friends who put on some musicals 
up there. I played in the Nambour High School 
musicals. I remember we did Grease.”

Jon credits a work ethic honed in Nambour 
for some of his subsequent career success. 
“It’s funny, and it might’ve been my parents or 

Nambour, but whatever it was, I went to Brissie 
and I came from a state school in Nambour 
and I was really driven and I didn’t mind doing 
the hard yards, working some stuff out. And 
I think growing up in Nambour teaches you 
that: that nothing’s a given. You’ve got to work 
your bum off to get anywhere pretty much,” he 
reflected.

Jon is hopeful for Nambour’s future. “Nam-
bour’s been growing slowly and I just hope 
that this will help grow it a little bit more, or 
bring people like young families. It’s just such a 
beautiful place to bring up kids.”

Along with fellow Nambourian and TV 
producer Dan Munday, Jon is spearheading 
the ‘Sunny Coast Showdown’. “Dan Munday 
and I and the Sunny Coast Screen Collective 
are trying to get a film industry happening on 
the Sunshine Coast. We’re trying to identify 
good writers and we raise enough money in the 
community to make short films and docu-
mentaries etc. We want to show people what’s 
possible.”

Drummer’s  Memories of Nambour: 

From Petrie Creek  From Petrie Creek  
to Powderfingerto Powderfinger
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Ambitious CBD plan stirs debate over priorities, parking

THE Nambour (Namba) Place Plan has arrived 
on most local business operators like a sur-
prise birthday present: unexpected, not what 
they really wanted, but better than nothing. 

The plan, released on 23 August, focuses on 
the Howard and Currie Street intersection, and 
Bury, Mill and Ann Streets.

The council media release which announced 
it spoke about greener streets, shade, art instal-
lations and wider pathways. But there was no 
mention of what businesses in Nambour have 
repeatedly asked for – more parking.

Trees in the concept drawings make it diffi-
cult to see how much will remain of existing 
street-side parking spaces.

The Gazette approached a number of small 
business operators in the centre of Nambour to 
seek their opinions on the plan.

None of them had been aware the plan had 
been in the making and some did not know it 
existed while others were disillusioned after 
years of wheel-spinning by authorities to care.

“I’ve been here for 20 years and there’s been 
so much talk and (yet) nothing but it’s good 
to see young ones getting in there and giving 
their opinion,” said one business owner.

Another preferred not to get involved after 
having seen lofty council ideas achieve little 
for business elsewhere.

However, he did suggest that “given the way 
some of them come around corners,” traffic 
calming would be in order if the council 
wanted to proceed with planting trees, as per 
the plan.

Lee Hillman, of Backbeat Records in Howard 
Street, was pleased to see some move towards 
reviving Nambour but queried the council’s 

priorities.
“I think anything’s good at the moment but 

if they’ve got money for that, surely they’ve got 
the money for parking,” he said.

Mr Hillman questioned the provision of 
street seating and outdoor dining when Nam-
bour lacked shows and restaurants to attract 
people.

“I’m for it but it’s probably putting the cart 
before the horse. There’s got to be a reason for 
people to sit around,” he said.

Vicki Arthur, of Mr Beesley’s vintage clothing 
store in Howard Street, learned of the plan 
when council officers dropped off some flyers 
the day after its release.

Ms Arthur was disappointed the plan did 
not include centre or extra parking on Currie 

Street and was confused about the attention 
paid to Bury Street given the council had 
relocated its headquarters to Maroochydore, 
pulling workers out of town.

She was also bemused by the forecourt 
upgrade. “Haven’t they already done up there?”

Ms Arthur said Nambour had a theme when 
the old sugar mill was in town but there was 
confusion about whether it should make the 
most of its heritage or imitate Melbourne’s 
street scene and the plan did nothing to 
cement a direction.

“We need to have a conversation. We need to 
have a vote,” she said.

Paul Vicary, of Queen Street Meats, who 
traded through an upgrade of that street some 
years ago, did not feel that losing a number of 
parking spaces for trees and a wider footpath 
had achieved very much.

“Do we really need a 4 metre wide footpath? 
You go to the city, the CBD, and they don’t have 
footpaths that wide,” he said.

Paul felt centre parking in Currie Street 
would be of more benefit to local businesses 
than wider footpaths and more trees.

Paul warned other businesses to beware of 
the disruption that was likely to occur while 
work was carried out. 

He said Queen Street business owners had 
not known from one day to the next if the 
street would be open or closed for work and 
what was supposed to have been three months’ 
work had dragged on for about a year.

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Reshaping Nambour: Council 
releases draft designs for CBD
SUNSHINE Coast Council 
has revealed draft concept 
plans for Nambour CBD.

Council says the 
Nambour (Namba) Place 
Plan aims to  help revive 
the region’s historic hub, 
guide its future, and fuse 
its growing reputation as 
a creative and welcoming 
place. 

The Plan features 
greener streets, wider path-
ways, art installations and 
open spaces.  

Sunshine Coast Council 
Division 10 Councillor 
David Law said this 
approach ensured that 
designs for the town’s public space met the 
values and needs of the community.

“I’m excited to release the draft design which 
encompasses five streets within Nambour’s 
town centre which really captures the essence 
of the hub,” Cr Law said.

“One of the highlights for me in this plan 
is the improved pedestrian experience with 
cooler greener streets, welcoming spaces, 
and generous footpaths to encourage outdoor 
dining and socialising.

“The design also encourages a more active 
main street where people feel comfortable, 
safe and connected as they walk through town.

“This ensures we are servicing the business, 
entertainment, cultural, health and educa-
tion needs of the town and the surrounding 
communities. I’m pleased to see the project 
drawing inspiration and direction from 
community engagement and this next stage 
honours and acknowledges how quickly the 
town is changing and expanding.”

Cr Law encouraged residents  to view the 
concept and share their feedback via an online 
survey before September 22.  

The community can also meet the project 
team at one of the pop-up sessions running 
until September 14.

The placemaking strategy is part of Nam-

bour Centre Activation Project – focussed on 
invigorating Nambour over the next 10 years.

Crime & Safety Survey
Councillor Law also thanked residents for 

providing their feedback on the Nambour 
Community Safety Survey late last year to 
understand community perception of crime 
and safety in Nambour.

“The final report presents nine key findings 
and six recommendations to be considered by 
Council and the Nambour community.

“Some recommendations include creating 
a multi-agency partnership, implementing 
visible uniformed patrols on foot and bike and 
activating public spaces.

“The final report includes all findings and 
further recommendations and can be viewed 
on Council’s Have Your Say website.”

Council recognises the importance of Nam-
bour as one of the region’s key service centres 
and the work being undertaken will help create 
a greater sense of place for the future of Nam-
bour and hinterland communities.

Council’s plan missing one key component

IT is impressive.  It is appreciated. But there 
is one key ingredient missing from Sunshine 
Coast Council’s Nambour Place Plan for the 
CBD: convenient street parking. 

In fact, the plan seems to indicate a reduc-
tion in parking spaces. This despite a petition 
raised last year and signed 
by a thousand people, 
calling for more parking in 
town. A petition which was 
all but ignored by Council.

Convenient parking is 
the lifeblood of any main 
street. You just have to ask 
shop owners. Indeed, you 
just have to ask Coles and 
Woolworths who rely on 
an abundance of covered 
spaces to attract shoppers 
in Nambour and across 
Australia. 

Ignoring convenient 
street parking options is a 
disastrous planning oversight that threatens to 
choke the life out of Nambour’s CBD potential. 
This is particularly so in Currie Street – already 
obviously suffering under the weight of years 
of neglect. 

By placing aesthetics above practicality Coun-
cil’s draft plan (let’s hope it is just a “draft”) puts 
Nambour’s dwindling main-street independent 
businesses under further pressure. 

There is obviously merit in making our 
streets more attractive, and kudos to Council 
for attempting to entice shoppers from the two 
big shopping centres and into town by beauti-
fying linking streets. But the best way to make 
the streets more attractive is to line them with 
vibrant shops.  

To encourage character-filled,  independent 
small businesses that make traditional towns 

like Nambour inviting and charming, Council 

must make parking a priority. 
And they should more actively seek the 

opinions of the mum and dad businesspeople 
and shopkeepers who are the CBD’s key stake-
holders. 

These customer-facing shopkeepers should 
have a huge say on what their street looks like 
and how it could be improved. They are the 

experts. They are the ones whose livelihoods 
depend on a functioning CBD.  They are the 
ones who have invested tens or hundreds of 
thousands of dollars in the CBD.  They create 
the charm and character of the town. They 
make our streets vibrant and welcoming, serve 
customers and attract visitors. They are the 
faces of our main street. And they are the ones 
we should be listening to first, foremost and 
overwhelmingly in any discussion about the 
CBD. 

This newspaper urges Council to reconsider 
its plan and make parking a priority. 

We urge business owners and residents to 
have their say on Council’s plan for Nambour 
before September 22.  It’s a Central Business 
District. Not a botanic garden. Trees are nice, 
but convenient carparking is essential.

Something stinks: Resident 
sceptical of rail noise excuses

A WOOMBYE resident has skewered Translink 
assertions that three-year-old studies clear 
operations at the rail stabling yard from any 
lingering noise issues.

James Kasmer and other nearby residents 
are unhappy about the noise from air-condi-
tioners running all night in Next Generation 
Rollingstock trains stabled at the Woombye 
yard, where the trains are cleaned and parked 
overnight ready for service the next morning.

Mr Kasmer accepts that air-conditioning 
should run while cleaners are working in the 
trains but said the noise from NGR air-condi-
tioners running all night effectively turned a 
residential area into an industrial area.

Translink’s responses to two recent media 
enquiries have referred to noise studies which 
liken the rail stable yard noise to normal noise 
levels. A 21 July Translink statement said 
independnet noise testing “found that oper-
ation of the stabling yard, including the NGR 
air-conditioning systems, was not a dominant 
noise source in the local environment and was 
around normal ambient levels.”

In a 17 August response to further question, 
Translink provided a statement which said 
surveys in August and September-October 2020 
“confirmed that the outdoor noise environ-
ment was primarily influenced by residential 
activity, local road traffic, natural sources such 
as birdsong, breeze blown vegetation and 

trains on the North Coast Line.”
“It was found the noise was not from stowed 

passenger trains (including train A/C systems).”
Mr Kasmer said the 2020 studies focused 

on noise between about 6am and 10pm rather 
than noise overnight, when the air-condi-
tioners were now running.  

He said the noise studies also did not record 
noise between 10pm and 4am except on one 
night. Mr Kasmer believes the air-conditioners 
are being left overnight to control reported 
mould problems in the NGR.  

“What other plausible reason could there be 
for TMR and QR to run air-con units through 
the night when trains are empty of people and 
sitting in complete darkness?” he asked.   “QR 
admitted to mould issues on 5 March 2020 
publicly on National Nine News in their NGR 
Trains.

“They led us to believe at the WCBA Meeting 
with TMR and QR in July 2020 at Red Bridge 
Motor Inn, that a fix was imminent.  They never 
stopped running trains at night though. Certainly 
not a permanent change. In 2023 we have some 
nights on, some nights off. There is no pattern 
other than the noise continues on and off.  

“If there is no mould issue now, in 2023, 
please turn off air-con units at night and resi-
dents’ concerns immediately go away.”

Translink has said the air-conditioning is run-
ning on optimal settings while the NGR trains are 
in stabling mode to address humidity in response 
to complaints about odour on the trains.  

NAMBOUR Forecourt Live celebrated its two 
year anniversary in style on Friday August 25. 
Originally launched as a Council initiative to 
activate the Nambour Special Entertainment 
Precinct the event has grown into a much-
loved monthly gathering for Nambour.

Scout’s Honour 
History column from Nambour Museum

AFTER the declaration of peace on 
15 August, 1945, organizations won-
dered  how to honour those who had 
joined the armed forces. Nambour 
Scouts decided on an honour board 
naming ex Scouts and Scouters from 
both the 1st and 2nd World Wars. 

The Nambour Chronicle reported 
the unveiling of the Nambour  
Scouts’  Honour Board by Mr D.A. 
Low M.L.A. .who congratulated the 
Scouts’ committee on their “desire to 
perpetuate the memory of those who 
had formerly been associated with  
Scouting and who had given service 
to their country”. 

 The unveiling took place with 
much ceremony in front of a large 
audience including 50 Scouts and 
Cubs at their Scout hall in Mitchell 
Street,  Nambour. 

Mr W. Lees made the board,  while 
the “ lettering and beautiful embel-
lishments” were the work of Mr A. 
P. Dowd.  A United States citizen, Mr 
Dowd was a very well known Nam-
bour painter whose beautiful murals 
still survive in some older Nambour 
homes. The Nambour Museum is 
proud to have on display the Scouts’ 
Honour Board as well as the Rose-
mount State School Honour Board 
1914 – 1918 and the Maroochy River 
State School  marble plaque.

Red Rose Rally to 
help stop domestic & 
family violence

SINCE January this year, there have 
been 35 confirmed deaths of women, 
and 10 children, from domestic 
violence in Australia. And this is just 
the tip of the iceberg. Queensland 
police attend 500 serious incidents of 
domestic violence every day. This has 
resulted in 2800 charges of non-lethal 
strangulation, among other serious injuries. 
Of course, many domestic and family violence 
incidents are not reported to police, so it is 
obvious that this is a huge societal problem.

To raise awareness of the issue and educate 
the community about what can be done to pre-
vent domestic violence, and support victims, 
Speak Up Now - Stop Domestic and Family Vio-
lence (Maleny and Blackall Range) was formed 
as a collaboration between local service clubs 
in 2020. Since then, other organisations have 
also partnered with the group which recently, 
joined with 8 other communities in Queens-
land in holding a Red Rose Rally. 

Red Rose Rallies are an initiative of the Red 
Rose Foundation, an organisation dedicated 
to monitoring domestic violence deaths and 
providing awareness and support for those 
affected by this increasing scourge of our com-
munity. A Rally is held after the death of every 

Queensland woman killed due to domestic 
violence, with the community being invited to 
gather in a prominent public place, often with 
family and friends of the deceased victim, and 
pay their respects. 

At Maleny’s Red Rose Rally, we honoured 
the 3 Queensland women and a baby killed 
by intimate partners in the last 3 months, 
along with the deaths of two innocent people 
caught up in one of those incidents. Each one 
was named, and remembered with a minute’s 
silence, before each of the participants placed 
a red rose as a memorial. The vigil was held at 
Tesch Park, and many of the passing motorists 
and pedestrians signalled their support.

A CHARITY providing essential medical 
treatment and education to people in India 
will be the beneficiary of a Nambour church 
fundraiser.

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Nambour welcomes mounted 
police in high-profile initiative
by Janine Hill

THE visible police presence in Nambour went 
to new heights recently with two mounted 
police spotted riding through town.

The mounted officers and their steeds took a 
leisurely evening walk through Currie Street on 
Wednesday, 16 August and were also pictured, 
above, at the Nambour Railway Station. 

Queensland’s mounted police are based at 
Moggill, in Brisbane’s northwest, and are an 
uncommon sight on the Sunshine Coast. 

The Queensland Police Service’s media 
section had little information to provide on the 
mounties latest local appearance, apart from 
saying they were part of the “high visibility 
policing” in Nambour.

Mounted police officers carry out the same 
operational duties as other officers but from 
horseback. 

There are only 10 mounted police officers in 
Queensland and each works mainly with two 
horses, one of which is often in training or a 
developmental stage, according to a QPS blog 
on the mounted police.

It says that fully operational horses are 

trained for any situation, from suburban 
patrols to ceremonial events, and community 
engagement to working Safe Night Precincts.

The blog goes on to say that the horses 
usually start in suburban areas and progress 
through to the highest intensity environments, 
such as Safe Night Precincts as in Fortitude 
Valley.

Central Nambour has been designated a 
Special Entertainment Precinct. 

No nightclubs have opened yet but the 
Currie Street patrol would have allowed the 
officers and horses to familiarise themselves 
with the area and with the community. 

It was reported to the Gazette that the 
mounted police were greeted with smiles and 
waves from passers-by.

Business people, staff and regular visitors 
to the Nambour CBD area have noted an 
increased police presence in Lowe Street and 
nearby areas in recent weeks.

It comes after mounting frustration within 
members of the business community and the 
public over anti-social behaviour in central 
Nambour, particularly in the vicinity of the 
public square in Lowe Street.

Reviving Montville: 
Chamber considers 
strategies to reignite 
business
THE MONTVILLE Chamber of Commerce will 
consider funding avenues for a possible pro-
motional campaign for the town. 

The chamber’s July meeting, which was 
attended by the Sunshine Coast Council’s head 
of business and industry development, Tim 
McGee, discussed ways to reinvigorate busi-
ness in the area.

Chamber president Shiralee Cooper said 
promotion through both traditional and social 
media was under consideration and applica-
tion could be made for a council grant.

Local business operators say the area has not 
hit full stride since covid due in part to changes 
in tourism patterns associated with flight costs.

Tourism figures show that the number of 
domestic overnight visitors to the Sunshine 
Coast has not just flatlined but decreased by 
0.1% since before covid. 

The lacklustre tourism has been acutely 
felt in localities such as Montville, which are 
heavily reliant upon visitor spending.

“Montville’s income is 5 percent local, 35 
percent from the Sunshine Coast and about 
60 percent from outside the Sunshine Coast 
so we’re very much reliant upon money from 
elsewhere,” Ms Cooper said. “It’s quite a dif-
ferent demographic to other places, other than 
perhaps Hastings Street, Noosa.”

Ms Cooper said there were also concerns 
that the loss of the local doctors’ clinic and 
pharmacy would have a domino effect on other 
businesses through a loss of foot traffic.

“We want to keep people coming in and not 
go elsewhere to get what they need,” she said.

Ms Cooper said that aside from promotion, 
chamber members felt that the stage in the 
Russell Family Park, behind the western side 
of the shopping strip, would allow all-weather 
events to be held. 

She said there was also support within the 
chamber for a regional gallery to be located at 
Montville but – without benefactors or support 
from the council which seemed to favour other 
areas – this would be difficult.

Milking Bails in safe hands
AS some of the oldest intact 
milking bails left in the lush 
green hills of Maleny, the Pat-
temore Milking Bails were built 
by the four  brothers Bill, Stan, 
Albert and Ernest at the turn of 
the century.

This was shortly after they 
completed building “Fairview” 
(Pattemore House) for their 
parents, Emily and JR Patte-
more.   Now, the Friends of 
Pattemore House are pleased 
to announce that they have 
been granted the License by 
the Sunshine Coast Council to 
manage the Pattemore Milking 
Bails on the Maleny Commu-
nity Precinct.  

The Bails were built to 
accommodate share farmers 
to work JR Pattemore’s dairy 
farming property. The brothers 
constructed dairy bails, yards 
and a share-farmer’s house 
called “Mosman” on a ridge 
about 400 metres to the east 

of Fairview in North Maleny. 
While Mosman is gone, the 
sturdily built bails remain, 
although now in a deteriorated 
condition. 

The dairy bails serve as an 
important historical reminder 
to Maleny’s dairying past from 
the turn of the century, linking 
the living and working lives of 
dairy farmers of that time to 
Maleny’s built heritage. 

They are one of of the last 
remaining examples in the 
district of a walk-through 
milking parlour, bestowing a 
high historical significance to 
Maleny, the region and to the 
dairy industry. 

With community support, 
the Fairview Bails Restoration 
Committee will work to restore, 
maintain and preserve the his-
toric site, in doing so creating 
another unique heritage experi-
ence for walkers on the Maleny 
Community Precinct.

NAMBOUR Toads claimed its second succes-
sive Sunshine Coast Rugby Senior Women’s 
premiership on the back of a herculean second 
half defensive effort against Caloundra at Sun-
shine Coast Uni last Saturday week (August 19). 

Nambour withstood a second half onslaught 
by the Lighthouses who had the wind at their

Fatal truck crash, tragic circumstances, West Woombye 
POLICE recently confirmed 32-year-old North 
Lakes man Alexsander Cosic was the fatal 
victim of a West Woombye truck crash. Mr 
Cosic was the passenger in the vehicle and 
was found deceased at the scene. The driver, 
a 27-year-old Deception Bay man, was trans-
ported to the Sunshine Coast University Hos-
pital in a stable condition.

The Forensic Crash Unit was investigating 
the single-vehicle truck crash on August 18.

Initial investigations indicated at approxi-
mately 12.45pm, the tip truck carrying earth 
moving equipment was travelling south-east 
along Blackall Range Road near Shekinah 
Court when it left the road and crashed into a 
dam. Upon arrival, emergency crews located 
Mr Cosic deceased at the scene.

Investigations were continuing.

How your property 
can help someone 
needing a home
SUNSHINE Coast Council says it recognises 
that, like many places in Queensland, the Sun-
shine Coast is in the midst of a housing crisis. 

At the July 2023 Ordinary Meeting of Council, 
11 petitions were tabled by Councillor David 
Law, requesting a reconsideration of Council’s 
approach to providing for caravans, buses and 
tiny homes. This work is now under way and 
is guided by the Housing and Homelessness 
Action Plan.

The Community Portfolio Councillor asked 
the petitioners and anyone with an interest in 
assisting those in need of housing during this 
crisis, to consider how they could help support 
a person and provide a type of housing.

“Residents might be able to help someone in 
need by providing an opportunity for accom-
modation on their own property and there are 
a number of ways to do this,” Cr Law said.

“Homeowners could think about adding a 
secondary dwelling on their property.

“A secondary dwelling is a permanent 
structure with a building approval that can 
be occupied by another household – and they 
don’t have to be related to the main dwelling’s 
occupants.

“Alternatively it could be a temporary home 
for example, a tiny house on wheels, a caravan 
or a bus.

“Under Council’s Local Law, a temporary 
home can be in place for up to 18 months.

“For anyone interested in accommodating 
someone in a secondary dwelling or tempo-
rary home, further information is available 
on Council’s website, sunshinecoast.qld.gov.
au and search “building and development fact 
sheets”.

“Council officers are always available to help 
with the process.”

Council will continue to review its approach 
to providing for caravans, buses and tiny 
homes and will provide feedback on Council’s 
website.

Petitioners and anyone else with questions 
on how to do this can email Council at mail@

Cr Law said Council was continuing to advo-
cate to other levels of government for action.

Vale Margaret Farmer 1933 – 2023

ON Friday August 18, Montville lost a commu-
nity champion. Margaret Farmer epitomised 
community service. As her daughter, Karen, 
reflected: “Mum loved unconditionally, family 
first but definitely Montville second.” This 
love for the Montville Community turned Les 
Farmer’s shy little Greek “girl in blue” into a 
tireless worker and fearless advocate for her 
community for over fifty years.

As a shy young mother of 4 in 1962, Mar-
garet was 1 of 16 CWA women who formed the 
Montville Ladies Social and Benefit Club to 
focus the restoration of the Montville Village 
Hall and other local charities while providing 
social fellowship for Montville women. Its 
first project was to line the supper room in the 
hall. Its first sub-committee was an Entertain-
ment Committee. Service and Fellowship were 
core to its charter from day 1. As its inaugural 
Vice President and Press Secretary, Margaret 
oversaw a rapid growth in membership.

In 1963, Margaret was elected President of 
the Montville Ladies Social and Benefit Club, 
has served on its executive in a number of 
roles over the years and became secretary of 
the club for its final eight years. The club con-
tinued to pursue its aim of supporting the hall 
and improving its facilities, including funding 
a new floor and providing a children’s play-
ground. However, it became more well known 
for its catering, a service/fund raiser close to 
Margaret’s heart.

What began in 1966 as an almost emergency 
catering for a wedding by the club led to it 
becoming the ‘go-to’ caterer for every signifi-
cant social event for the next 20 years. Under 
Margaret’s management, the club catered for 
every local wedding, concert, dinner-dance, 
anniversary, and party in Montville. At the same 
time, early attempts at holding fashion parades 
became the club’s most anticipated social 
occasion. Its final parade in 2012 catered for 120 
women around a catwalk down the middle of 
the hall which later transformed into a buffet. 
When the ‘male’ Village Association set-up 
volunteers suggested that it couldn’t be done, 
Margaret convinced them that it could. It was a 
hugely successful finale to fifty years of fellow-
ship. The event also made over $3000 and high-
lighted the club’s service legacy. The Montville 
Ladies Social and Benefit Club donated $65,000 
to the local community over its fifty years.  

In the 1970s, Margaret brought her consid-
erable skill and energy to the Montville State 
School Parents and Citizens Association serving 
as secretary and treasurer during that decade. 
Under her leadership, the P&C introduced a 
tuckshop and held annual fetes as its major 
fund raiser. At the same time, she was an active 
member of the Ladies Guild of the Methodist 
then Uniting Church of Montville where once 
again her catering prowess was noted. Then, in 
1997, Margaret was invited to become honorary 
secretary of the newly formed Blackall Range 
Woodcrafters Guild, a position she filled until 
2000 and so became its first female member.

However, it was as Convenor of Meals on 
Wheels in Nambour that Margaret was able 
to bring together her catering and manage-
ment skills. For 15 years she grew that service, 
improving the quality of the meals it prepared 
and streamlining its service to hinterland com-
munities including the Blackall Range.

Ultimate reward
It is not surprising that Margaret won an 

amazing eight community service awards 
in recognition of what she gave to the many 
groups in her community. However, the award 
that still hangs proudly in the centre of her 
loungeroom wall is the Montville Lifetime Citi-
zenship Award which she said was the ultimate 
reward for her devotion to Montville. 

There will be a celebration of Margaret’s 
life and service at the Montville Village Hall 
on the 16th September at 1.30pm. Everyone is 
invited to share memories of her love of family 
and Montville. If Margaret could speak at this 
event, I am confident she would tell us that 
community service and fellowship are essen-
tial ingredients of a healthy community.

Head to Palmwoods Bowls Club for a smokin’ good meal

DINING options in Palmwoods have expanded 
with the opening of Smoking Billy’s at the 
bowls club.

The Palmwoods venue is the second of its 
kind to be opened by Bill Misener and his wife, 
Kellyann Snowden, who opened their first 
Smoking Billy’s at Cooroy 
about 18 months ago.

Billy’s at Cooroy.

The Palmwoods Smoking Billy’s, a venue 
capable of handling large groups and func-
tions, was something of a happy accident for 
the Bill and Kellyann.

“A staff member was working for us who 
lived at Palmwoods 
and he told me about 
the bowls club being 
up for lease and to 
go and have a look at 
that,” Bill said.

“We were working 
a prep kitchen down 
the road from my 
home to do the prep 
work for Cooroy.

“I wasn’t interested 
in opening another store but when I saw the 
facilities at the bowls club, it was almost crazy 
not to do it.

“There’s the new kitchen, it’s a good location 
and we’re using the old kitchen there to do our 
prep work.”

Anneli empowers 
PNG women with 
reusable sanitary 
pads
A FORMER Nambour resident has given young 
women in a disadvantaged part of Papua New 
Guinea the gifts of confidence and dignity.

Anneli Verity has donated 200 reusable san-
itary pads to the Malas Foundation, which will 
distribute them to teenagers and women in the 
New Ireland province.

The Malas Foundation approached Anneli’s 
small business, Her Rhythm, concerned about 
the challenges faced by girls and young women 
trying to manage their menstrual health in the 
province. 

About 90 percent of the New Ireland pop-
ulation lives in isolated communities and 70 
percent of the population is unemployed. 

Aware that lack of access to affordable and 
hygienic menstrual products could affect 
the education, health and overall well-being 
of women and girls, the foundation began a 
search for reusable sanitary pads which led to 
Anneli, who makes and sells them. 

She did not hesitate to donate some pads 
which were part of factory-made batch dating 
back to when she started her business

“Believe it or not, I’d had them put aside 
waiting for somewhere to donate them,” she 
said.

Anneli began making reusable sanitary pads 
after making reusable cloth nappies for her 
first child 11 years ago.

Having moved from a tiny home at Nambour 

to a family home at Kin Kin, she now hand-
makes the pads for sale at the Pomona and 
Kin Kin markets, online and through selected 
stores. 

She has also published a journal to help 
women understand their cycle and how to use 
it to their advantage.

“It’s really about helping women find 
self-awareness and find out more about what’s 
happening,” she said.

“Just having more understanding of what’s 
coming up; being able to predict when you’re 
going to be more social, more withdrawn, be 
more creative, more productive.”

Anneli is considering organising a workshop 
to make more reusable pads for charity. •

Eunice said her long chats with residents 
have always been her favourite part of the job.

“They’re delightful, their stories, their lives. 
You go home and the smile is still on your 
face,” Eunice said.“It’s a wonderful job because 
I get to help people. When you love what you 
do, it’s not work. Everyone needs a little bit of 
TLC from time-to-time and I’m honoured I can 
listen to and care for the residents. Sundale has 
given me so much. I love the residents and the 
opportunity to spend time with them – they 

make my life better.”
Sundale CEO, Helen Sharpley said a recent 

multi-million-dollar refurbishment of James 
Grimes Care Centre was the perfect oppor-
tunity to dedicate a stand-alone salon space 
to Eunice.“Cut Above Salon is one small way 
we can thank Eunice for the vital role she has 
played at Sundale,” Ms Sharpley said.

Shakespeare’s

NAMBOUR’S Lind Lane has a real treat in 
store for lovers of theatre in September. 
Twelfth Night was written late in Shake-
speare’s career, when he was at the height 
of his experience and ability as a drama-
tist. It is a romantic comedy; a comedy of 
errors and misunderstandings; and filled 
with plotting of various characters bent 
on revenge.

Although Twelfth Night takes place long 
ago in the country of Illyria, the Lind’s 
production takes inspiration from the 
1980s in its production design, and this 
is reflected in the costumes and music.

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The top 10 pitfalls to avoid when you sell

SELLING a home can be 
a complex process with 
potential pitfalls that 
sellers should be aware 
of for a smooth and 
successful sale. Here are some common traps 
that sellers should try to avoid:

1. Overpricing the property: Setting the 
listing price too high can deter potential 

buyers and lead to a property languishing on 
the market. Try to remember how you respond 
when you’re a buyer. Make the price attractive 
to generate interest and competition. And then 
you’ll be more likely achieve a better outcome.

2. Neglecting home preparation: Failing 
to properly prepare the home for sale 

Sellers should 
declutter, clean, and consider minor repairs 
or improvements to make the property more 
appealing. If items aren’t attended to, it can 
turn the buyer into a ‘detective’ and they can 
start looking for what else is wrong with the 
home.

Echidnas are truly unique 
and fascinating Australian 
native animals
Nature Watch News from Donna Brennan Wildlife

SADLY our WILVOS Hotline is still receiving  
calls about echidnas.  This always occurs 
during the cooler months, breeding time for 
these exquisite animals.

Males may spend considerable time in pur-
suit of a female echidna. In these weeks there 
could be a number of males following one 
female and this is called an ‘echidna train’.  

When an echidna is rescued, there are no 
obvious external features to define the sex of 
the animal. There are no teats, as puggles drink 
from a milk ‘patch’.  A pouch is only formed 
when the female is getting ready to produce 
an egg.  She  carries the egg for 10.5 days  until 
the tiny puggle hatches. This little one grows 
quickly, becoming too large, and maybe  a little  
prickly, to be carried around in Mum’s pouch. 

Fifty days after 
hatching, the 
puggle is depos-
ited in a burrow.  
It may be a 
burrow in cool 
dense shade, 
under the roots 
of a tree, or one 
dug under a pile 
of branches.  The 
burrow temperature is a cool 15 degrees. Mum 
may forage up to a kilometre away, returning to 
feed her youngster every 5 to 10 days.

This burrow is the reason echidnas should 
never be relocated. From September, should 
someone relocate an echidna, it may be a 
female feeding a puggle in a nearby burrow.  
Removing the mother means certain death by 
starvation for the puggle.  These animals are 
so vulnerable.  Even as adults they only have 
prickly spines as a defence.  No teeth, and no 
poisonous spines.  They have to be smart to 
avoid predators.

If an echidna is found in the yard, advice is to 
confine pets inside.  The echidna will move on 
once the cool of darkness arrives, unless there 
are termites around.  They will do a wonderful 
job eradicating them!

 Council has been working on a draft concept 
plan which will help revive the region’s historic 
hub of Nambour and guide its future. The 
Nambour Place Revitalisation Project aims to 
develop a strategy for Nambour’s town centre 
to fuse its growing reputation as a creative 
and welcoming place through greener streets, 
wider pathways, art installations and open 
spaces. I encourage our community to view 
the concept and share their feedback via an 
online survey before September 18, 2023. The 
community can also get involved by meeting 
the project team at one of the pop-up sessions 
running until September 14.

Stormwater Pit Upgrades – Parsons 
Street, Nambour

As part of this year’s stormwater renewal 
program, Council is replacing two stormwater 
pits in the easement behind Parsons Street, 
Nambour. I am pleased to see these stormwater 
pits being upgraded as part of Council’s commit-
ment to maintaining our infrastructure. Works is 
scheduled to start the week beginning September 
4 with construction expected to be complete 
within two weeks, weather and site conditions 
permitting.

Nambour Community Safety Survey 
Results

I would like to thank residents for providing 
their feedback on the Nambour Community 
Safety Survey late last year to understand 
community perception of crime and safety in 
Nambour. The final report presents nine key 
findings and six recommendations to be con-
sidered by Council and the Nambour commu-
nity. Some recommendations include creating 
a multi-agency partnership, implementing 
visible uniformed patrols on foot and bike and 
activating space and fill empty shopfronts. The 
final report includes all findings and further 
recommendation and can be viewed on Coun-
cil’s Have Your Say website.

I’m pleased to see works starting on a new 
section of concrete footpath along the southern 
side of Coral Street, Maleny. 

The new footpath will connect the existing 
footpath at 19 Coral Street with the entrance of 
the Co-operative Park.

This month, we marked Vietnam Veterans 
Day - the 57th Anniversary of the Battle of 
Long Tan. It was also the 50th Anniversary of 
Australia concluding its involvement in the 
Vietnam War. 

I have often wondered why an anti-war sen-
timent was directed at those who served on the 
frontline.  The decision to go to Vietnam in the 
first place was not theirs. The decision to imple-
ment a conscription was not theirs. The decision 
to increase our deployment was not theirs. Nor 
was the decision to withdraw. Those decisions 
were made by people like me - the politicians. 

It was to the politicians of the day, and them 
alone, that any disillusion with our participa-
tion in Vietnam should have been directed. Not 
the fearless men and women on the ground, 
at the battlefront. I feel a sense of sadness that 
we did not welcome them back as the heroes 
they were. Regardless of personal beliefs of the 
benefits or otherwise of the war, they deserved 
to be thanked and cared for. So I say a heartfelt 
“thank you for your service”! For you are the 
giants on whose shoulders we stand.

 This season, it’s the women who are winning. 
We have seen the Australian women’s national 
cricket team retain the Ashes trophy, the Dia-
monds take home the Netball World Cup and 
the Matildas win the heart of the nation with 
their performance in the FIFA World Cup.

Despite the interest in women’s sport, too 
many young girls are still being forced to change 
in the carpark of their sporting club. I was proud 
to have secured more than $300k for female 
changerooms at two sports clubs on the Coast, 
but we need more. I fully support the Coalition’s 
announcement to keep the momentum building 
in female sports by committing $250 million 
towards community sporting infrastructure. 

Backpacker tax
I was recently approached by Bli Bli locals, 

Robyn and Mark, owners of Fraser Island 
Adventure Tours who raised their concerns 
about the impact of the increased cost of 
working holiday visas on their business.  

Labor has hiked the cost of the working 
holiday ‘backpacker’ visa, making it the most 
expensive visa of its kind in the world. This will 
also impact farmers who rely on backpackers for 
seasonal work. Backpackers are part of a suite of 
people-to-people links that we have with around 
40 different countries in the world, allowing 
young people to travel throughout Australia and 
also undertake part-time work and study. 

They are the ones who serve us in cafes, 
wait on us in restaurants and pick our fruit 
and vegies. In horticulture alone, backpackers 
represent around 80% of the workforce and 
contribute $3 billion to the Australian economy 
every year. I recently raised this issue in Parlia-
ment and voiced my concern about the impact 
this will have on our economy. 

The Voice Referendum
It’s looking more and more likely that The 

Voice Referendum will be held in mid-Oct. 
There will be opportunities to cast your vote 
via post and pre-poll. These details will be

Community 
forces pause 
on Council 
quarry plans
NORTHERN Blackall Range and Image Flat  
communities have convinced Sunshine Coast 
Council to pause its plans to seek private 
tenders to operate its Dulong and Image Flat 
quarries. 

A detailed submission outlining community 
concerns with the proposal, and backed by 
numerous local and regional community advo-
cacy groups requested SCC put an indefinite 
hold on releasing the tenders until all matters 
raised could be addressed. 

Following extensive investigations and 
professional advice, hinterland residents are of 
the understanding that SCC-owned quarries at 
Dulong and Image Flat may be treated differ-
ently from private quarries in the region under 
the Sunshine Coast Planning Scheme (SCPC). 
If founded, the anomalies could offer planning 
and development, operational and commercial 
advantages to SCC that local private quarry 
companies do not share. 

Vice President of Blackall Range Land Use 
and Planning Association Lindsay Holt was 
concerned that any advantages may also be 
transferrable to a successful lessee.  

“Should a contract be signed between 
Council and a private quarry operator under 
the current planning arrangements, those 
potential advantages may never be wound 
back. Council needs to address these problems 
urgently,” Mr Holt says.

“Community investigations have also raised 
concerns that under the current SCPS, resi-
dents living near Image Flat and Dulong Coun-
cil-owned quarries may not have the same 
essential and expected legal opportunities for 
participation in planning application decisions 
as those living near private quarries.”

President of Hinterland Quarry Action 
Group, Anne Veivers, says residents were  
worried that, if a private lessee applied to 
increase production at either Council-owned 
quarry, the community can’t have fair input 
into the decision. “This is of huge concern to 
residents as they’re the ones who stand to be 
most impacted in their homes by any future 
changes,” Ms Veivers says.

“Hinterland residents living with Coun-
cil-owned quarries must have the same rights 
as everyone else. The community is asking 
Sunshine Coast Council to demonstrate it’s a 
level playing field for both public and private 
quarry operations and all residents equally in 
the Sunshine Coast region.”

SCC advised hinterland residents late last 
week that it is taking the matters raised very 
seriously and will temporarily pause the quarry 
tender process while it considers the content of 
the community submission.

According to Mr Holt, it’s a good start.
“No one is against Council running their 

own quarries, but unfortunately, there may be 
problems relating to Dulong and Image Flat 
quarries that need urgent attention by Council.
