A new report has found that
Sunshine Coast Businesses
are outperforming the rest
of Queensland as the Sun-
shine State’s economy signals
consistent signs of economic
recovery.

The quarterly results from
the Chamber of Commerce
and Industry Queensland
(CCIQ), Pulse Survey of Busi-
ness Conditions found that an
increase in seasonal activity
coupled with further easing of
restrictions provided a more
viable operating environment
for businesses.

Nambour Chamber of Com-
merce President Mark Bray
said the result came as no sur-
prise to him, pointing to his
experiences with the organisa-
tion’s business members.

“There is a very positive vibe
around the business owners in
Nambour, and I believe that
for a number of reasons there
will a strengthening of busi-
ness in Nambour in 2021, as
we emerge from the cloud of
COVID,” he said.

“There are building works
taking place on some Currie
Street buildings which will
enhance the appearance of
the Main Street. Meanwhile,
Reimagine Nambour will

be coordinating some new
lighting in Currie Street in
coming months which will lift
the appearance of the centre
of town after hours.”

Div 5 Cr Winston Johnston
said the Sunshine Coast’s loca-
tion within driving distance
from Brisbane was key to its

ability to adapt.
“Due to COVID-19, South
East Queensland residents

have decided to visit our area
and their support has ensured
that our Region has prospered
during this difficult time,” he
said.

Member for Fairfax Ted
O’Brien said that it was great
to see business confidence so
strong across the Sunshine
Coast region and encouraging
signs of recovery, particularly
for Nambour businesses.

“I've heard from several

Nambour businesses who
relied on assistance from the
Federal Government’s Job-

Keeper scheme to keep them
afloat when the COVID pan-
demic hit hard last year,” said
Ted O’Brien.

TWO lovely ladies, full of alcohol, are
gracing the premises at Woombye’s
CAVU Distilling and there’s a great
story behind them.

Sarah and Maria are impressive
copper stills producing alcohol that
goes into Sunshine & Sons rum, gin
and vodka bottled at the Big Pine-
apple facility. They are named after
the wife and mother of Cobbs Camp’s
first hotelier James Costar.

Costar acquired a 20-acre home-
stead selection in June 1869 and
erected accommodation for travel-
lers. Cobb’s Camp, later renamed
Woombye, was the half-way point
between Brisbane and Gympie.
Costar submitted an application for
a Publican’s License for the sale of
Fermented and Spirituous Liquors,
under the Sign of Nil Desperandum
at Cobb’s Camp. Nil Desperandum is
latin for “nothing to be despaired of”.

“If you translate Nil Desperandum
to modern Australian it means no
worries,” said Sunshine and Sons
co-founder Matt Hobson. “So we
think that is the perfect association
for a distillery of Australia’s best gin,
vodka and rum.”

Michael said there was great his-
toric value in the story which cap-
tured an adventurous spirit and an
association with Woombye.

“Nil Desperandum was a speak-
easy,” he said. “Costar never had a
licence at first. The story goes that he
went to Brisbane to apply for one but
the constabulary objected because he
was a sly grogger. But the judge sided
with him because it was in the public
interest. I guess he thought ‘if we
don’t give them a liquor licence they
are going to keep sly grogging anyway
— might as well make it legal’”

Red tape
stifles
live music
venue
dreams

A couple’s dream of helping to breathe new life
into Nambour CBD by launching a major live
entertainment venue and bar is in limbo due to
onerous regulations.

Phil Turvey and Justine Hemmings want to
open Big Audio Live in the old Bi-Rite store —
a 1200 square metre building that has stood
empty for 5 years.

Phil and Justine are passionate about re-ener-
gising the building under Nambour CBD’s Spe-
cial Entertainment Precinct status — designa-
tion which, ironically, promised to streamline
the approval process.

And, while confident of a successful out-
come the frustration is growing, along with the
expenses.

“The rezoning of this part of the CBD to Spe-
cial Entertainment Precinct was like an invi-
tation to us, and to like-minded businesses, to
invest our time, money and talents to create a
vibrant night-time scene focussed on moving
Nambour’s economy and image forward in a
positive direction,” said Phil.

“It's now 12 months since the rezoning to
SEP and there are still no guides or designated
council staff appointed with the knowledge
needed to move us and other entertainment
projects forward.”

Still, Phil said Council’s slow-moving bureau-
cracy had given every indication it was hopeful
of a positive outcome.

Thankfully Phil and Justine said there was

hope after a series of meetings last week:
“Council agreed the Nambour entertainment
precinct needs urgent action and we are hoping
they stick to their word to get it up and going,”
said Phil. “Time will tell. We are trying to stay
positive.”

“This is what we do,” said Justine. “This is our
vision. It's been a tumultuous journey to say
the least. A year ago we thought we’d be open
before Christmas. But we're still here. The pres-
sure is on Council.”

Phil has a lifetime of experience in the music
and entertainment industry as a sound engi-
neer and cable manufacturer.

His current business, Big Audio, has been
selling cables and connectors to the industry
for the past ten years, allowing Phil to develop
strong industry relationships.

He says he has a long line of musicians ready

to showcase their talent at the Nambour venue.

He moved his cable business to the site
because he could see the building’s potential.

“We designed a purpose-built venue with
three stages, a bar and a beer garden as a go-to
place to play live music,” he said.

“Fronting Bury Street is perfect. There’s
ample night-time parking immediately oppo-
site in the Council car park which is empty from
5pm weekdays and throughout the weekend.

“We’ve had Peter Boyce and Kerry Brown
from Reimagine Nambour behind us. (Division
10) Cr David Law is doing everything he can.
And (local musician) Andrea Kerwin has been
areal help as well.

“Everyone is negotiating on our behalf and on
behalf of other venues in town to try and make
this happen. It’s just crazy.”

150 years later, Woombye’s bootlegging spirit lives on

Cobb and Co quickly built their own
eight-bedroom hotel and store in 1871, licenced
as ‘Cobbs Camp Hotel’ putting them out of busi-
ness.

“This was wonderful news for the distillery
which we are expecting to grow and to help
grow the standing of Woombye for people who
may not be aware of this part of the world,” Matt
said.

History

Woombye began as ‘Cobb’s Camp’ in the
early 1870s.

Cobb’s Camp was established by Cobb & Co,
which ran a coach service between Brisbane

and the Gympie goldfields in late 1867. By the
end of 1868 Cobb and Co coaches were travel-
ling three times a week between the two loca-
tions.

James Costar acquired a 20-acre (8 hectare)
homestead selection in June 1869 and erected
accommodation for travellers.

The name Cobb’s Camp was considered
unsuitable by the government as there were
already many places with that name.

So it was renamed Woombye for the black
myrtle trees which grew locally.

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New MP carries hopes
for safety, rail boost

A Sunshine Coast property devel-
oper with high hopes for Nam-
bour says having a local MP in
the governing party could help
bring long-awaited change to the
town.

Andrew Pitcher, who was
raised in Nambour and has been
involved in real estate investment
and development in the area for
more than 20 years, met with new
Member for Nicklin Rob Skelton
last week to discuss CBD safety
and rail duplication to Nambour.

“I was encouraged by the posi-
tive engagement with Mr Skelton
and his understanding of prior-
ities which I thought were the
things that his state government
can control.

“If we get these things hap-
pening then investment in Nam-
bour will happen naturally. It
would be hoped that, because he
is in the party that is in power,
he can actually use that leverage to see these
things come to fruition.”

Mr Pitcher said “while there were massive
politics involved” the State should relocate
Health Services in C-Square out of the town
centre and into the hospital. “I believe this is
the single biggest thing that needs to be done to
reduce crime and increase safety.”

He said improved safety would light the way
for more development to re-invigorate the
Nambour CBD and alleviate housing/homeless
issues.

“From an investment point of view, the
whole centre of Nambour can be modernised
and re-invigorated, while maintaining historic
links, if we get safety and security right, and if
the tone from all levels of government is more
‘can do’”

Mr Pitcher said investment would quickly
flow into the town as drug and crime issues
were addressed.

“Small investors are doing as much as they

can, but larger players will
definitely follow. Retail in
Nambour needs to remain
buoyant. We have a large
population, many of whom
do not wish to travel to
Maroochydore to shop.

“In addition to the expan-
sion of Mitre 10, three
retailers I would be tar-
geting are: JB Hi-Fi or sim-
ilar, OfficeWorks or sim-
ilar, and one of Rebel, BCF
(Boating Camping Fishing)
or Annaconda.”

Mr Pitcher said the
railway line had remained
unchanged in the Landsbor-
ough to Nambour section
for over 50 years. “It needs
to be upgraded,” he said. “It
should not take nearly two
hours to make a trip to Bris-
bane.”

Mr Skelton said the dis-
cussions with Mr Pitcher were productive.

“l will always work collaboratively with
people who see an even brighter future for
Nambour. There are a lot of really good things
which have already started in Nambour, but
there is more to do and I'm keen to make them
happen.

“The Bruce Highway transformation is taking
shape, I expect work will start soon on the
Nambour Connection Road, the new Nambour
police station is well underway, and Nambour
and surrounds will also see more officers as
part of the Palaszczuk Government'’s recruit-
ment of an extra 2025 police.”

Mr Skelton said early works had started on
the first stage of the Sunshine Coast rail duplica-
tion from Beerburrum to Landsborough, which
included an expansion of Nambour’s park n
ride.

“T'd like to see our community benefit by
having the rail line duplicated all the way to
Nambour, which is stage two of this project.”

Intrastate travel driving tourism rush

THE Sunshine Coast has expanded its intra-
state travel market and offset disruption from
COVID-19.

According to the latest National Visitor
Survey 837,000 intrastate visitors travelled to
the Sunshine Coast in the September quarter,
compared to 599,000 for the corresponding
quarter in 2019.

New Visit Sunshine Coast CEO, Matt Stoeckel
said overall visitor numbers were down, but the
Sunshine Coast recorded the lowest decrease
of all Queensland regions, declining -3.7% to
886,000 for the quarter.

Mr Stoeckel said the National Visitor Survey
figures highlighted the impact of Covid-19 on
tourism, but targeting the intrastate market had
insulated the region from the worst.

“The second half of 2020 was dominated by
uncertainty and disruptions caused by COVID-
19.

“With over three million residents within a
300km radius of the Sunshine Coast, the region
switched its strategy and focused on targeting
this significant drive market to alleviate the
declines from interstate and international
sources.”

their employees and they’re back to business-
as-usual.

“It's great to see Nambour buzzing with
activity, and I'm very excited about the funding
of over $1million I secured for the town,
that will be very visual through the heritage
tramway which will soon open and the street-
scaping that will be delivered.”

Meanwhile, according to new figures released
ahead of the JobKeeper wage subsidy axing on
March 31, more than half a million companies
and two million workers have already shifted
off the scheme since the end of September.

Treasurer Josh Frydenberg released tax office
data showing around 520,000 firms and 2.13
million employees had left JobKeeper since the
end of September.

Banking to remain in
Maple St as MCU closes

IT was a tough decision that marked the end of
an era but it had to be made to ensure commu-
nity banking remained in Maleny.

Maleny Credit Union Acting Chief Executive
John Ford said the demands and expectations of
modern day banking left Maleny Credit Union
little choice but to transfer its operation to a
larger player.

But he said Queensland Country would main-
tain a full-service banking presence in Maple
Street, renting the current premises.

“Bunya House will remain an asset of the
Maleny community as will the Maleny Chari-
table Trust,” he said.

Mr Ford said Queensland Country Bank had
the capacity to keep pace with modern tech-
nology and complex financial regulations that
were moving beyond the scope of a small town
credit union.

“By retaining ownership of Bunya House and

the Maleny Charitable Trust, MCU members
will have access to a wider range of banking
products and services while retaining the inde-
pendence to fund local community projects
that matter,” said Mr Ford.

Council wants feedback
on food scraps collection

SUNSHINE Coast Council is seeking community
feedback on a proposal to introduce an opt-out
third bin for garden waste which could transi-
tion to a food organics and garden organics bin
service, also known as a FOGO bin.

Residents are invited to complete a short
online survey and have a say on the future of
waste.

Service Delivery Portfolio Councillor Chris-
tian Dickson said this was another project which
had the potential to put our Sunshine Coast on
a path to achieving international, national and
state greenhouse gas reduction targets, and
another step towards becoming Australia’s most
sustainable region.

“Council, State and Commonwealth govern-
ments have established waste strategies and
policies which set targets to divert waste from

landfill,” Cr Dickson said.

“Our waste strategy sets the target to divert
55 per cent of household waste from landfill by
2025 - at the moment we sit at 34 per cent.

“Forty-three councils in New South Wales
have a FOGO service, and it makes sense
because it means less waste is sent to landfill
- potentially extending the life of our existing
facilities by many years.

“Waste becomes a resource, we reduce our
region’s greenhouse gas emissions and look
after our environment for our children, and
their children.”

MP heads mission to protect native wildlife

A proposal for a new national conservation
mission dubbed ‘Project Noah’ was launched in
Nambour’s Quota Park recently, aimed at com-
batting the killing of native wildlife by feral cats.

Chair of the Australian Parliament’s Environ-
ment and Energy Committee, Ted O’Brien MP,
was joined by Sylvia Whiting of Wildlife Volun-
teers Association, along with squirrel gliders
and ring-tail possums which recently survived
cat attacks, to launch a Parliamentary Inquiry
Report that recommends Project Noah and other
measures to help protect wildlife from cats.

“These little squirrel gliders and ring-tail pos-
sums here today have experienced trauma but
they're the lucky ones,” said Mr O’Brien. “They
could just have easily been killed.”

“Feral cats kill over three billion native ani-
mals across Australia each year, equating to a kill
rate of more than 1100 per cat,” said Mr O’Brien.

“More wildlife is killed by feral cats on an
annual basis than all the wildlife that perished in
last year’s Black Summer Bushfires, which really
puts this problem in perspective.

“Feral cats need to be culled, but it’s going to
take time before we have the technology to rid
these lethal carnivores from our natural environ-
ment at the scale required, and in an affordable
and humane way,” said Mr O’Brien.

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“And this is where Project Noah comes in”.

Project Noah would aim to expand Austral-
ia’s network of predator-free fenced areas and
islands. It would bring together the expertise and
resources of governments, communities, the pri-
vate sector and philanthropic groups to protect
threatened native species from the predation of
feral cats and other predators.

Sylvia Whiting, Chair of Wildlife Volunteers
Association, one of Queensland’s longest run-
ning wildlife rescue organisations, said “Many
of our wonderful wildlife volunteers care for
injured, sick and orphaned animals that have
fallen victim to cats. The more we can do to pro-
tect native species, the better.”

Other recommendations in the Committee’s
report included:

+ Develop nationally consistent definitions for
feral, stray and domestic cats;

+ Research matters such as the prevalence,
impact and control of cats, emerging methodolo-
gies including gene drive technology;

» Manage cat-borne diseases, & the relationship
between cat predation and habitat degradation;

+ Manage domestic cats, including increased
support for de-sexing, registration and micro-
chipping, a consideration of night curfews, and a
national cat ownership education campaign.

A mural at Ken Mills Toyota dealership high-
lighting the importance of family values has
been named as one of the best public art expe-
riences in the nation.

The mural by local artist David Hardy has
been shortlisted for the 2020 Australian Street
Art Awards’ Best External Mural gong.

The winners in all eight Australian Street
Art Awards categories will be announced on
Tuesday 2 March on the Sunshine Coast.

Awards Director, Liz Rivers, said “The Awards
showcase localities like Nambour that are using
outdoor art to transform their streetscapes,
while educating Australians about the magnifi-
cent array of publicly-accessible art that can be
found in every corner of the country.

With rigorous judging by tourism leaders
from around Australia and abroad, plus sec-
ond-tier auditing and due diligence, Nam-
bour’s finalist berth has the credence of the art
tourism sector.

Aussie invention milks shelf l

A Mapleton man has developed a world-first
innovation that can extend the expiry date of
fresh milk to more than 60 days.

The processing method gives a product that is
nutritionally superior and has a longer shelf life
than normal milk. Naturo Founder and CEO Jeff
Hastings has earned a $1 million Accelerating
Commercialisation grant to build a pilot man-
ufacturing plant in Coolum for the world-first
patented technology.

Mr Hastings described the invention as the
biggest breakthrough in the $413 billion global
dairy industry since pasteurisation in 1864.

“This is very different from long life milk,”
Mr Hastings said. “Long life is a UHT process.
Our milk has a long life but is very much fresh
milk. That’s the distinctive difference there.”

Minister for Industry, Science and Tech-
nology Karen Andrews congratulated Naturo
for pushing the boundaries of what is possible.

“I'm so impressed by the ingenuity and deter-
mination of Aussie businesses like Naturo
who are using science and technology to turn
bold ideas into job-creating realities,” Minister
Andrews said.

The grant will help the company build a pilot
plant in Queensland to create their product and
then export it to the world, while also paving
the way for a full scale facility to be built in
regional Tasmania.

“This project also demonstrates the incred-
ible opportunities in the food and beverage
sector, which is why it’s one of the six pri-
ority areas under our Modern Manufacturing
Strategy,” Ms Andrews said.

Member for Fairfax Ted O’Brien threw his
support behind the project after meeting with
Mr Hastings last year when the company was
looking to build in Coolum.

Sunshine Coast,” Mr O’Brien said. “Naturo’s fresh
milk products open up significant export oppor-
tunities for local diary products.”

Not for resting on their laurels, the company
has also developed a world-first process that
stops fresh avocado from turning brown.

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How to succeed in a new business

Business Ideas
by Peter Gamgee

EXCITING times when you decide to start your
own business.

The prospect of being your own boss, keeping
your own hours, having the wealth from your
own hard work.

These attractions lure many to start their own
enterprise, and just as well - because 60% of the
economy in Australia relies on small business.

It is a sad truth that according to the Aus-
tralian Bureau of Statistics more than 60% of
small business start ups fail within 3 years,
and even more fail to realise the goals of their
owners but struggle on regardless.

Getting the right customers can be compli-
cated and the overheads for compliance with
regulatory requirements e.g. tax and employ-
ment, can be a significant burden.

Avoid being part of the failure statistics
- do these six things:

+ Create a vision for yourself - where you
want to be in 3 to 5 years time. The businesses
that most succeed are those that match the
owners personal vision. Write down your
vision. Include all areas of your life - health,
spiritual, relationships, and of course financial.
Keep this vision to help check from time-to-
time whether your new business is taking you
in the right direction.

+ Create your business plan. Yes - this
means actually write a document! This helps
you to analyse your intended business by
considering the market, strengths and weak-
nesses, operations, finance, resources, and
your start-up strategy. It is not so much the
document as the thought process that is
most important. The document will be very
useful when it comes to explaining to others

Look Local trades & services

(e.g. financiers) what the business is about
and how it is going to make money. It is also
something that you review on a quarterly
basis as you learn from the experience in run-
ning your business. If you need a template go
to www.publications.qld.gov.au and search for
“business-plan-template”.

* Create a 3 to 5 year financial plan.
Include: your projected expenses - start up
and ongoing fixed overheads, revenue (sales
x price), cost of sales, interest on borrowed
money, wages, and tax. Do this in Excel - if
you are not skilled with this find someone to
help you - another business person or even
your accountant.

« Create an exit plan. This is the area most
business startups and existing business fail.
Why do you need an exit plan? It’s to make sure
you do not lose your home before you decide
the business can not continue. This may be due
to ill health or other changes in circumstances.
For businesses involving more than one party
an agreed commitment, separation process and
valuation formula are essential.

+ Measure, Measure, Measure. Running a
business, and especially a new business can
be very intensive and time consuming. It is
tempting to just keep working on the business
and not look at how it is performing according
to the business plan you set. You must take
the time to measure and review the metrics
on a regular basis - which for some could be
weekly or even daily. Typical measures to con-
sider: number of leads generated by channel,
number of sales, average price per sale, cost
per sale, and fixed overhead costs, and even
customer satisfaction.

+ Avoid known mistakes. There are thou-
sands of people who have run successful busi-
nesses. They have learnt many of the lessons,
and have probably made many of the mistakes
and survived. Find one of those and engage
them as a mentor. They will save you from
making the same mistakes and wasting your
time and thousands of dollars.

Native hyd ragea
small, handsome

by Diane Thomas
from Maroochy Bushland Botanic Gardens

THE native hydrangea (Abrophyllum ornans)
is a handsome small tree 5-8 metres. Normally
found growing in moist rainforest but can be
grown successfully as an ornamental in the
garden and indoors.

It has alternate large shiny leaves 10-22 cm
long thin and irregularly toothed. In summer
time the 5mm clusters of fruit appear after the
spring to early summer flowers. The prolific
small cream to white coloured male flowers
appear on a spike and the perfumed greenish
yellow female flowers are in clusters, found on
two separate trees. It grows easily from fresh
seed or cutting.

The purplish black fruit is inedible and has a
staining juice. It is said that the purple juice was
used in ceremonies by the first nation people,
painted on their shields and bodies. Also its
said that the early settlers used the juice as a
replacement for ink and that a document is
still in existence in The Brisbane Museum. It’s
unknown what was used as a fixative.

The tree and fruit can be seen now at the
entrance to the path leading down to The Fern
Glade near the bottom of the carpark. Why not
come for a look to check it out at the Maroochy
Regional Botanic Bush Gardens, Palm Creek
Road, Tanawha.

There is always a pre-
dominance of certain species needing rescue
and care at different times of the year.

There are a few cheeky little mudlarks, better
known as peewees, that have fallen out of
nests, or have met misadventure on their first
attempts at flight. Fledglings always seem to
overestimate their flying capabilities!

Sadly, a number of magpies are being diag-
nosed with metabolic bone disease. This is seen
in those species that are fed incorrectly by well-
meaning people. Bread and such nutritionally
deficient foods are thrown out for birds to eat.
This means that the birds stop foraging for their
normal appropriate wild diet, but even worse,
they feed these foods to their young chicks.
Deformed and easily fractured
bones are the result. It is very
distressing to see.

In the constant wet weather,
the lorikeet and honeyeater
nectar is a good supplement
for birds, but it is best fed
just at times of food shortage.
Dependence on food from
humans is not good for native
animals long-term. Fresh
clean water every day is
always beneficial, especially
in hot weather, and the birds
do love to come in and drink
and bathe. It is always best
to position water dishes high
enough to prevent predation
by domestic pets.

The wet weather also brings
a number of galahs into our
care. They have eaten grain
that has been left to ferment on

Juvenile Crime

The Premier announced on Tuesday a range
of new reforms to further crackdown on juve-
nile crime. The new measures will target hard-
core youth criminals who repeatedly offend
and put the community at risk. Courts will get
more powers allowing them to:

* Require fitting of electronic monitoring
devices (GPS Trackers) — as a condition of bail
for recidivist high risk offenders aged 16 and 17

« Create a presumption against bail - for
youth offenders arrested for committing
further serious indictable offences (such as
breaking and entering, serious sexual assault
and armed robbery) while on bail.

« Seek assurances from parents and guard-
ians - that bail conditions will be complied
with before an offender is released.

« Strengthen existing bail laws to provide fur-
ther guidance to the courts - the Youth Justice
Act will be amended to include a reference to
the community being protected from recidivist
youth offenders in the Charter of Youth Justice
Principles

These tough new measures build on the Gov-
ernment’s five-point action plan announced
in March last year, with $550 million in Youth
Justice reforms already underway.

When I recently launched a Parliamentary
Inquiry report into the problem of feral and
domestic cat predation, I was accompanied by
Sylvia Whiting and Donna Brennan, who are
caring for baby squirrel gliders and ring-tail
possums that have recently survived cat attacks.
Thank you to all volunteers who care for our
wildlife.

As Chair of the Parliament’s Environment
and Energy Committee, I led the Inquiry and
discovered that feral cats (not domestic cats)
kill over three billion native animals across Aus-
tralia each year.

This equates to a phenomenal kill rate of
more than 1,100 per cat.

When you realise that more wildlife is
killed by feral cats on an annual basis than all
the wildlife that perished in last year’s Black
Summer Bushfires, it really puts this problem
into perspective.

In addition to culling feral cats in an
affordable and humane way, the Committee
report recommends that the Government con-
sider a new national conservation mission
called Project Noah, aimed at expanding Aus-
tralia’s network of predator-free fenced areas
and islands to protect our threatened native
species from the predation of feral cats and
other predators.

Tram, live music ideas
problematic

THE idea espoused in your front page story
(SVGazette, February 3) that a tram and live
venues will be a success in Nambour is deeply
problematic. Itis conditional upon the populace
riding the tram and attending the live venues.

There has been no empirical evidence gath-
ered by the council on either of these topics.
Notwithstanding all the excited speculation,
there exists no reliable information about how
much ordinary, everyday people, living in Nam-
bour and surrounds, care about the tram (if at
all), and anticipate using it (if at all).

To find out about such issues requires the
gathering of reliable social data. This would
require social surveys and focus group discus-
sions of diverse Nambour residents.

The collection of such social research infor-
mation has been ignored, with council absenting
it and by implication treating it as irrelevant.

Bruce Highway beyond
capacity

IS it time to start considering reducing the
speed limit on the Bruce Highway between the
Sunshine Coast and Caboolture to 100km?

It doesn't take Einstein to understand that
this section of highway is today operating well
beyond its capacity. Rarely does a week, let

THE Citytrain Response Unit (CRU) was created
in February 2017 by the Palaszczuk govern-
ment in response to the Queensland Rail Train
Crewing Practices Commission of Inquiry — the
Strachan Inquiry.

The website describes its (supposed) task:
“The Citytrain Response Unit will mon-
itor, independently audit and report on the
implementation of the 36 recommendations
contained in the Strachan Inquiry Final Report
as well as lead reviews of the governance, leg-
islative framework and structure of passenger
rail service delivery in Queensland.”

“The CRU will regularly publish public
reports on the progress being made to imple-
ment the 36 recommendations of the Strachan
Inquiry.”

It all sounds good on the website. The
trouble is, this body rarely issued its reports on
time; did not issue its last two quarterly reports
and was mysteriously shut down in December
2020 — without fanfare or media statement.

We know because I found a LinkedIn state-
ment by the Chair of the CRU on 11 January
2021 thanking her staff for a sterling effort ...
“We were a small team that punched above our
weight” and “The CRU finished its work at the
end of 2020.”

This indicates that perhaps the CRU was
underfunded or over-tasked, or both.

Clearly, it was quietly shut down before it
completed all its assigned tasks. The BIG ques-
tion is why?

I politely replied to the post asking:

“Will there be/is there a final report to be
released?” and “Did the CRU complete/finish
the Strachan Inquiry 36 objectives?”

The questions were met with stark silence
though congratulatory messages either side of
mine were answered.

The same silence to simple questions
surrounding this Inquiry occurred with the
current Transport Minister, Hon Mark Bailey.

‘Rail Back on Track’, a web-based public
transport advocacy group led by Robert Dow
sought answers and was met with stone-walled
silence.

The last report to be issued was Q2 June
2020.

No report was issued for Q3 September 2020.

No final report was issued for Q4 December
2020.

There’s nothing on the CRU website stating it
has closed.

You can send them messages - but I doubt if
a reply will be forthcoming.

The June Quarter report shows 32 of the 36
recommendations completed.

It shows four points ‘in progress, a euphe-
mism for incomplete and unfinished.

These are;

10. Target a structural surplus of staff.

29. Reporting to Translink and public.

35. Provide independent oversight of pro-
gress.

36A-C. Undertake review of transport gov-
ernance.

Ironically, beside point 35 it says “Prepare
September 2020 quarterly report on implemen-
tation progress.”

That didn’t happen.

I guess someone somewhere doesn’t want us
to know about progress.

Of most concern is train driver numbers,
the Q2 June report shows a net increase of 167
drivers. 258 were trained!

It shows a net 214 guards. 465 were trained.

Not quite the 200 drivers the Inquiry recom-
mended and we were promised on 24 October
2016.

What happened to the four unfinished rec-
ommendations?

Premier Annastacia Palaszczuk committed
to fulfil them all.

Unless someone asks these questions of
Government, we may never know.

alone a day, go by where there is not an incident
of some sort that causes traffic delays.

The highway has for decades remained at two
lanes each way, yet populations have continued
to grow. Gridlock that was once rare now coin-
cides with every school holidays, every long
weekend, general summer weekends, Sunday
afternoons, and even random ordinary days for
no apparent reason.

The Bruce Highway to Brisbane is overworked
and is becoming increasingly unsafe with a
speed limit of 110km. A reduction to 100km
until the traffic load is reduced or the road itself
is improved or widened might just help reduce
the time-consuming and costly delays that are
steadily on the rise.
