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Local train layout may become
a model in mental health care

A model train layout project
designed to stimulate aged
care residents’ memories
could become a pilot project
for the nation.

The Sunshine Coast
Model Railway Club spent
seven months completing
the twin-track layout for
Estia Health Nambour with
the help of a Dementia
Australia grant and it was
delivered last Tuesday.

“It is an incredible piece
of art and will be a valuable
focal point for our residents
here,” said Estia Health
Nambour spokesperson
Wendy May.

“This amazing team of
men have done so much
work for us to produce this
magnificent item. We will
be starting a men’s group to
go with it.”

Wendy said the immer-
sive nature of the layout
would open up many lines
of engagement for res-
idents, especially since
it was modelled on local
scenes and history.

“The stories that we
can tell,” she said. “It will
help entice people out of
their rooms. It’s going to
bring back memories and
encourage engagement.
One of our residents is Allan
Lanham and his dad started
Lanhams Timber and
Hardware (now Sunshine
Mitre 10) and was deeply
involved with the history of
Nambour. Allan’s going to
love this.”

The project was funded
by a federal government
Dementia Engagement
Modelling Program (DEMP) for people living
with dementia in residential aged care to help
with isolation and loneliness.

Secretary of the Sunshine Coast Model
Railway Club Paul Downes said his members
worked hard on a limited budget to get the
best result for the residents. “We’ve been told
this might be the pilot for other model railway
clubs and for other aged care homes. That
would be wonderful,” Paul said.

“Wendy and I developed a brief of what she
was looking for: two tracks, one elevated, one
low, tunnels and bridges with crossovers.

“We wanted small focus-scenes that could
be used to generate discussion and recall and
assist with memory and general mental well-
being for residents. Another requirement in
the brief was the whole thing had to be encased
and fully lockable. We had a budget of $3000.”

There’s even a replica of one of the original
cane trains that worked Nambour Sugar Mill
back in the day.

“One of our members, Graeme Brooker, did
all the 3D printing and the profiles of the mill
buildings and the Club Hotel Nambour Central
and the cane train.

“He got the plans from the Nambour Museum
and recreated from the actual plans, scaled

them and 3D printed them,” said Paul.

Two HO scale trains - one freight, one pas-
senger - will run from 9am-3pm all day giving
residents plenty of time to discover its nooks
and crannies.

“Because it was coming to Nambour the
team decided outside the original brief ‘why
not throw in a sugar mill,” said Paul.

“This has been the first layout that our mem-
bers have been able to get their teeth into as a
whole-club project for quite a while.

“Being able to do something for the residents
here has definitely regenerated and rekindled
our members’ enthusiasm which had waned
somewhat during the pandemic. It brought out
the best in the guys and they really went the
extra mile.”

The layout includes cars and trucks, passen-
gers and people and two trains (one freight one
passenger).

Nambourians will recognise local landmarks
such as Nambour Sugar Mill, Book Exchange,
the Club Hotel, Nambour Plaza and the Nam-
bour Golf Club.

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Mandy composts her way
towards self-sufficiency

MANDY Spooner always wanted
enough homegrown vegetables
to be self-sufficient, and her new
home at Yandina Creek will be the
perfect spot.

Mandy, her husband Ellis and
their two sons moved from Pere-
gian Springs to their one-acre prop-
erty last November.

“We've been working towards
this for many years,” Mandy said.

“Now we'’re building veggie
patches; using rain tanks.”

Composting daily food waste was
an essential part of her low-waste
lifestyle.

Mandy recently installed a
simple but high-tech composting
system called Subpod from
award-winning online ecostore, Go
For Zero, which is also based on the
Sunshine Coast.

“I'm fairly new to composting
and gardening but I have a great
composter that sits in the ground
and the worms go in and out, fer-
tilising your garden. It’s magic!”
Mandy said.

This month Mandy celebrated
International Compost Awareness
Week (May 1-7).

“Waste drives me crazy, and I've
been on a mission to replace all the
plastic in my house and help others
do the same for years,” Mandy said.
“I came across Go For Zero - a really great local
business - when I was looking for daily essen-
tials that were plastic and completely natural.

“I love that everything Ellie [Go For Zero
founder] offers has been tested, I know it’s not
toxic and she’s done the homework to get the
most sustainably packaged products too. Even
their packages come in a compostable padding
and box.”

Mandy’s family of six (including two dogs)
has cut back its household waste so much that
their wheelie bin only needs collecting every
five weeks.

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When Nambour’s baker

delivered our daily bread

THIS beautiful calendar, right, titled The
Soul’s Awakening, was a Christmas gift to
customers in 1904 from James Higginson
Family Baker.

An advertisement in the Moreton Mail in
1896 read as follows:

James Higginson, baker, delivers First-class
bread for cash to any resident within five miles
from Nambour.

By 1904, Mr Higginson was the Proprietor
of the Nambour Bakery and Railway refresh-
ment rooms in Currie Street “where Hot Tea,
Coffee and Cocoa are always ready”.

While in1907, the Chronicle & North
Coast Advertiser reported that “James Hig-
ginson is still to be found in his refreshment
room, where a glass of wine with any kind of
baker’s small goods can be obtained”.

The photo of Higginson’s store can also
be viewed on one of the windows at the
Nambour Museum in Mitchell Street. —

“There was a lady who came regularly to
oncology and she would send her driver in to
look for me so I could get a wheelchair and take
her in. She didn’t want the wardie, she wanted

me.

“It makes you feel good when people appre-
ciate you like that.”

Acting SCHHS Senior Coordinator of Volun-
teer Services Angela Drew said highly valued
volunteers played a vital role in keeping the
health service running smoothly.

“They are often the first people visitors
encounter at the hospital; they provide prac-
tical assistance as well as emotional support
and comfort,” Ms Drew said.

“Volunteers work alongside medical practi-
tioners, assist nurses and help families on what
can be an emotional and tiring journey.

“I would encourage any potential volunteers
to consider joining our team.”

“I went into jewellery
making and design straight out of year 12, and
every day I feel so lucky to have found my pas-
sion so early in my life”.

Lisa grew up in New Zealand and went to jew-
ellery school at the end of high school.

“My training was in traditional goldsmithing
and jewellery design and technique. All day,
every day, I was at the bench learning the art
of fine jewellery making,” Lisa explained. “It
was quite intense and proved to be fantastic
grounding for my first experiences working for
master jewellers in Melbourne”.

At the end of her formal training, Lisa moved
to Melbourne where she went to work for
Master Jeweller, Frank Fedele.

“When I first arrived in Melbourne, I worked
for Frank and a diamond dealer, and it was the
most wonderful experience. After two years, I
became the main jeweller in Frank’s business
and had the opportunity to create some incred-
ible pieces,” she said.

Lisa moved to Nambour last year and founded
her own studio, Set Together Jewellery.

Over the years, Lisa has continued her educa-
tion by studying gemology (the scientific study
of gemstones), and is now a certified gemolo-
gist.

“I could talk for days about gemstones,” said
Lisa. “Every gemstone tells its own story, from
when and where it was formed, to its mineral
composition. And because of the mineral com-
position and crystal structure of gemstones,
they are not only visually beautiful, they have
all sorts of applications in science. They are an
endless source of fascination to me. I source
gems from around the world and have personal
relationships with my gem merchants”.

Lisa is not alone in this obsession. Humanity
has always been fascinated by and in awe of
gems, gold and silver.

“The earliest piece of jewellery discovered
is 150,000 years old,” said Lisa. “Long before
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The Sunshine Coast Youth Orchestra in action recently.

U NFORTUNATELY, people all around the

Dating & Romance

Con artists use fake social media or dating app
profiles to try and enter into a relationship with
the victim, in an attempt to get their money.

Protect Yourself: Never give money to anyone
you've only met online, even if you feel like
you've established a level of trust.

Threat & Penalty

These involve the scammer calling or sending
mail and emails claiming you owe money, when
in fact you don't.

Protect Yourself: Always connect the dots
and try to recall if you have any connection to
the alleged missed payment or fine. Follow-up
with the entity threatening you and request
documentation of any claims. If the threat was
made via email, don’t open any documents
attached to it.

Unexpected money

Someone will contact you and inform you of
money owed to you, and that you need to make
an upfront payment to transfer the funds, which
they will then disappear with.

Protect Yourself: The chances that a large
sum of money unexpectedly falls into your lap
are low.

Baseball bats at the ready
in Voterland

READ, watch or listen to the major media out-
lets, and you'd think the Federal election only
had two players involved.

But out there in Voterland, one senses huge
dissatisfaction with the so-called two majors.

REGULAR Nature Watch contributor Don McGlusky grew up on a farm in the 1940s and his family
grew cotton among other crops. The cotton had to be hand-picked, he said. “It was also before the
introduction of insecticides, which killed everything. Working amongst the cotton bushes we came
in contact with a myriad of insect species - the good, the bad and the ugly. Jewel Beetles were most
prevalent. Most are beautiful with a metallic sheen. Their larvae live in the soft stems of plants. I
found this one on a Pentis bush in our garden and it is the only occasion I have seen Jewel Beetle

eggs.”

a retaining wall to protect the saw mill exhibit,
Palmwoods Community and Business Associ-
ation, receiving $5000 towards the Palmwoods
Spring Harvest Festival 2022, QCWA Branch
Palmwoods receiving $5000 towards the Pic-
ture Yourself program promoting learning new
skills and the Maleny and District Men’s Shed
Inc receiving, $6394 towards erecting a new
shed to expand member activities.

Supporting victims

of sexual assault

I'VE never been prouder to be part of the LNP
team then I was last week when Shadow Min-
ister for the Prevention of Domestic, Family and
Sexual Violence and my good friend, Amanda
Camm MP, stood up in Parliament for victims
of sexual assault.

Earlier this year the Queensland Government
announced a review into the Forensic Scientific
Services, pushed into doing so after delays and
reported failings in the analysis of DNA evi-
dence, particularly in cases of sexual assault,
were highlighted in the media and from the LNP.

We've recently discovered the review does not
go far enough. It falls well short of the changes
that are required. Disappointingly, the review
specifically excludes re-analysis of DNA samples
in specific cases, meaning that thousands of vic-
tims will miss the chance to have their offenders
found and held accountable for their actions.

In her speech in Parliament, Amanda
recounted the story of a woman who was
drugged while out with friends, raped, and after
sitting in the hospital for hours waiting for a
DNA swab, told that there was no DNA - not that
they couldn’t match the DNA, that there literally
was none to be found, and they could not iden-
tify who her attacker was. That simply shouldn’t
happen!

The LNP are pushing for the scope of this
review to be expanded to include DNA rea-
nalysis. We want proper justice for victims of
sexual assault.

THIS will be the fourth grants program made
available to Queensland’s growing social enter-
prise sector under the Palaszczuk Government’s
$8 million Social Enterprise Jobs Fund.

Guides lines are now available with appli-
cations opening on May 27. Social enterprises
should use this time to prepare their applica-
tions and raise any questions they have about
the grants or the application process.

The program is designed to target social
enterprises in their early states when they need
the most help. A total of $600,000 is available to
Queensland social enterprises established in
the last 18 months. Grants range up to $25,000
to purchase production and digital equipment
or systems, engage business services such
as training, business planning or marketing,
develop their websites or the products they
deliver, to support their organisation’s opera-
tions and development.

Resilient Homes Fund now open

Queenslanders whose homes were damaged
by floods this summer can now register their
interest for the $741 million Resilient Homes
Fund, through which damaged homes could be
raised, repaired and retrofitted, or voluntarily
bought back. Homeowners on the Sunshine
Coast whose homes were damaged by floods
this 2021-22 disaster season, including in the
February 2022 SEQId floods may be eligible.

Together with information and flood mod-
elling from local councils, and damage impact
assessment data from the Queensland Fire and
Emergency Service, this register of interest will
help us understand how many properties require
assistance, the scope of assistance requested,
and also inform detailed rollout plans.

Detailed guidelines and eligibility criteria
will be released once finalised. Homeowners
who register their interest will be notified once
the grant program is open for applications.

Today we look at yet another State Govern-
ment transport study - this one conducted in
collaboration with Queensland Transport (now
Department of Transport and Main Roads),
Caloundra City Council and the Maroochy and
Noosa Shire Councils.

It was completed in 2007.

The SunTRAN initiative was designed to be
yet another cohesive transport vision for the
Sunshine Coast.

But like so many State Government ‘visions,
they remain mirages.

The key message from SunTRAN was that the
road network in the Sunshine Coast cannot be
expanded forever, and a more sustainable solu-
tion was increased investment in public trans-
port and a cultural shift away from the private
car to more sustainable modes of transport
(walking, cycling and public transport).

The SunTRAN report was strongly supportive
of construction of the CAMCOS (Caboolture to
Maroochydore Corridor Study) rail and called
for construction of the full corridor to be
brought forward to 2015.

Despite Labor promising it to be finished by
2020, back in May 2007, the Queensland state
government still prefers to play politics with it
today.

Our local Councils have done everything in
their power to get the Sunshine Coast a proper
public transport network, while the state govern-
ment has done everything in its power to stop it
- by providing little to no comparative funding.

Case in point - an article written on 5 May
2022 by Sunshine Coast Daily journalist; Tegan
Annett.

In it she analysed the past 10 years of state
budgets, from 2011 to 2021 and compared our
Sunshine Coast rail and bus improvements over
that time, to the Gold Coast.

The outcome was nothing short of being both
astonishing and grossly reprehensible.

It should’'ve made headline news across the
nation, such is the enormous disparity revealed
by their analysis.

It found that just $150.7 million had been
spent on rail and bus improvements on the Sun-
shine Coast in the decade.

Over the same period, the Gold Coast received
$1.38 billion.

To put it into population parity, it equates to
spending just $439 per person for us on the Sun-
shine Coast, compared to $2146 per person on
the Gold Coast.

A five-times greater spend per capita.

No Premier or Transport Minister apology for
their lack of spending on our region over the
past decade. If the state government had kept
their promises, the following is what you could
have been enjoying today:

Mr Lucas said the State Government was deliv-
ering a range of significant transport projects and
services on the Sunshine Coast;

+ $1.2 billion for the CAMCOS rail project into
Maroochydore.

« $1.2 billion on the North Coast rail line (Cabool-
ture to Beerburrum to Landsborough, and Lands-
borough to Nambour), that’s two tracks proper rail
duplication.

+ $160 million on the Caloundra to Maroochy-
dore quality bus corridor and public transport sta-
tions.

+ $60 million on cycle networks.

+ $12 million on TransLink station upgrades.

That’s an excerpt from a 3 September 2007
article by Sunshine Coast Daily journalist, Mark
Furler.

The Sunshine Coast would be a very different
place today if the state government delivered
what they promised way back in 2007.
