THE Shack’s annual Trees of Hope Christmas 
hamper appeal was officially launched on 
November 2 but, behind the scenes, the team 
had already been hard at work for weeks.

Like the elves in Santa’s workshop, the tire-
less organisers were busy assembling bags and 
crates at TOH headquarters.

Imogene Dowler, the face of Trees of Hope, 
said the plan was to build on the approximately 
400 Christmas hampers last year.

“It’s amazing how many donations we got 
last year but we want to do even more this 
year,” she said.  “We know there’s a lot of 
people in need, especially in the difficult cli-
mate at the moment, and we want to be able to 
do more if we can.”

The Trees of Hope appeal is launched by 
The Shack community centre at Nambour 
on 2 November every year and runs until 15 
December to make up hampers for people who 
are homeless or marginalised.

Imogene said this year’s appeal involved 
every Mitre 10 store from Kingaroy through

Back on the political beat

Former MP Marty Hunt seeks 
Nicklin comeback in 2024  
LOCAL police officer and former MP, Marty 
Hunt, has been chosen as the LNP candidate 
for Nicklin at next year’s state election.  

The local police officer and former member 
of state parliament was beaten by Labor’s Rob 
Skelton by just 0.1 percent at the 2020 election 
but will try and reclaim the seat at next year’s 
poll.

The 53-year-old took over from long-serving 
Independent Peter Wellington in 2017.

“I speak with locals in Nicklin every day 
through my work as a school-based police 
officer, and in various volunteer roles, and 
I see first-hand the way our community is 
hurting under this tired Palaszczuk Labor 
Government,” Mr Hunt said.  

“We need to make housing accessible and 
affordable; we need a government that will 
improve access to health services, we have 
to act to make our communities safer and we 
must take the pressure off Queenslanders who 
are struggling with the rising costs of living.

MARTY Hunt is determined to reclaim the seat 
he lost three years ago and to address pressing 
issues he says have been affecting the local 
community. The Gazette asked Mr Hunt four key 
questions concerning his bid.
 

Q: What are the key issues that you believe 
are most important to the residents of Nam-
bour & hinterland specifically?

A: “Just two weeks ago, David Crisafulli and 
the LNP launched our blueprint - the Right 
Priorities for Queensland’s Future. As I make my 
way around Nicklin, I’m hearing that  many 
of these issues are impacting our communities.

“Every day I talk to people who are con-
cerned about youth crime, cost of living, 
access to health services and housing issues.” 

Q: Are there any specific-to-the-area, grass 
roots local policies or initiatives you would 
like to see implemented in Nicklin to improve 
the quality of life for residents in this area?

A: “I want to see our hospital upgrades 
finally finished and a full suite of services 
offered including maternity to our local area.  
I would like to see our homelessness issues 
addressed. People are telling me we need more 
police on the beat in our area to match the long 
overdue new police station with the service the 
community expects.”

 Q: What are the unique aspects of Nam-
bour & hinterland that you think the area 
should build on?

A: “The area of Nicklin takes in some of the 
most beautiful areas of the hinterland from 
Cooroy in the north, Palmwoods to the south 
and Kenilworth to the west.  Nambour sits in 
the heart of the area and Nicklin is made of 
several different communities all with their 
own unique and proud character.  

“We need to match that beauty and pride 
with a Government that will listen to the pri-
orities of locals and act to keep them safe and 
provide reliable and affordable services so that 
the people of Nicklin can enjoy the lifestyle 
they deserve.”

Q: What did you learn from the defeat four 
years ago?  

A: “One lesson I’ve learned is the impor-
tance of listening to our local community. I’ve 
been proud to be part of this area for 25 years 
and since 2020, people have come up to me, 
pleading with me to run again. As the local 
member from 2017-2020 I fought hard for our 
local area. I am keen to listen to our commu-
nity and work with them over the next year to 
deliver better outcomes. I’m more determined 
than ever to ensure our local area is safe and 
has reliable and affordable services.”

to North Lakes and would support people not 
only on the Sunshine Coast but in the Mary 
Valley, including Kandanga and Amamoor.

“The items we ask for are non-perishable 
and we make up the lists so they can go 

together. For example, Spam can go with vegies 
or potato and that’s a meal, and then we add a 
few Christmas goodies,” Imogene said.

She said hamper donations could be left at 
Hot 91 and The Barn at Flaxton, or at the old 
Nambour Mitre 10 building at 31 Reilly Road 
on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays from 
10am until 2pm. The Trees of Hope appeal is 
supported by several other organisations. 

Imogene said the Sunshine Coast Grammar 
School donated schoolbags every year to help 

families manage post-Christmas back-to-
school expenses.

Baringa State School community donated 
about 1000kg of food for the hampers last year, 
contributing to a total of 9000kg of hamper 
donations.

Imogene said assembling the hampers was a 
lot of work but the team had a good system and 
it was very rewarding.

“We love this time of year. It’s always very 
busy but it’s the most fun,” she said.

RSL unites in Remembrance

NAMBOUR’S Quota Memorial Park is a long 
way from Flanders Fields, where poppies blow, 
but the spirit of remembrance is not bounded 
by geography.

Nambour RSL Sub 
Branch warmly invites 
all community members 
to gather at the park at 
10.30am on Saturday, 11 
November, to commemo-
rate Remembrance Day. 

This day serves as a solemn reminder of the 
service and sacrifice of Australian and allied 
servicemen and women who lost their lives in 
wars and conflicts worldwide. 

Nambour RSL Sub Branch president Kim 
Symmons said the Remembrance Day service 
would comprise the laying of wreaths by the 
Sub Branch, other groups including Legacy and 
the Red Cross, and anyone else who wished to 
do so.

The Sub Branch pastor will lead a prayer and 
a member of the Nambour State College-based 
207 Air Force Cadet squadron, which will assist 
on the morning, will read the poem In Flan-
ders Fields, by John McCrae.

Originally known as Armistice Day, Remem-

brance Day was renamed after World War Two 
and is observed every year on 11 November, 
the anniversary of the signing of the armistice 
between the allied and German forces which 
ended World War One.

Australians unite for 
a minute’s silence at the 
11th hour, fulfilling a 
national promise made 
in 1918 to never forget 
the 416,000 who enlisted 
in service in the first 
world war and the more 

than 60,000 – one in five – who died.
Mr Symmons encouraged people to wear a 

poppy on Remembrance Day. The Sub Branch 
will be selling poppies outside Coles and Wool-
worths at Nambour from 7 November.

He said it was up to each generation to con-
tinue the tradition of Remembrance Day.

“We have kept this promise and will con-
tinue to honour those who made the ultimate 
sacrifice,” Mr Symmons said.

“Your presence will contribute to the con-
tinuing promise of remembrance for all who 
served in World War One and all who have 
served and died since for our great country.”

BEHIND every community group is 
a core team who can be relied upon 
to keep things running in the face of 
adversity.

Tony Bryant is part of the core 
team of the Burnside Neighbourhood 
Watch Group. 

Since 2009, with the exception of 
about a year, Tony has written and 
compiled the group’s quarterly newsletter, 
which is delivered to hundreds of letterboxes.

His contribution to the group was rec-
ognised on Saturday, 28 October, when he 
was awarded the Neighbourhood Watch 
Community Member of the Year Award for the 
Sunshine Coast region.

Tony, an electronics whiz who also holds 
a diploma in journalism, got involved with 
Neighbourhood Watch when he was asked to 
help with the group’s newsletter.

Thanks to the efforts of Tony and his fellow 
committee members, Burnside Neighbour-
hood Watch Group is still going strong when 
two nearby groups recently folded.

“I think we’ve rescued the group three times 
so far,” Tony said. 

“COVID-19 was really bad for groups like us. 
“We couldn’t hold meetings or get our 

newsletter printed or delivered to homes for 
almost a year, but we’ve bounced back yet 
again”.

He is simply a believer in the power of 
Neighbourhood Watch to keep communities 

safe and reduce crime.
“Most groups put out a newsletter, and we 

distribute 850 newsletters to our residents 
four times a year,” he said.

“Every house in our area gets one, no 
matter where they live. 

“If you might be a bit criminally inclined, it 
suggests to you that other people who live in 
your street are on alert,” he said.

Tony said Neighbourhood Watch groups’ 
mission is to increase awareness about local 
crime trends so that residents remembered to 
take necessary precautions.

He said receiving the certificate for Com-
munity Member of the Year was nice but his 
commitment to Neighbourhood Watch was for 
his own benefit as much as anyone else’s.

“People say I’m very community-minded 
but I’m not really. I’m actually quite selfish. 

“If I do what I can to make the neighbour-
hood safer for me, I’m making it safer for 
everyone else as well,” he said.

Lights shine on new possibilities 
for Nambour Tram terminus

A SUNSHINE Coast Council 
grant has shone a light, or 
rather, quite a few, on the Nam-
bour tram headquarters.

A $15,000 council grant has 
been matched dollar for dollar 
by TramCo to fund external 
lighting and power at the tram 
terminus in Mill Street.

Ten four metre high stainless 
steel poles crowned with LED 
floodlights now shine down on 
backyard of the terminus.

A double 15 amp powerpoint 
has been fitted to each of the 
poles, which have been pow-
dercoated black to match the 
terminus fencing.

Tramco chairman Greg Rog-
erson said the new lights meant 
no more time-consuming 
dragging out of cords and pow-
erboards.

“We used to put fairy lights 
around but it would take us 
hours and hours to put them 
up and bring them in,” he said. 
“The main thing was to 
make it an area that’s a safe 
place and where people 
feel relaxed. It’s well lit and 
versatile.”

Tramco director Rhonda 
Billet said the terminus 
block was within the Nam-
bour Special Entertainment 
Precinct and the board 
recognised its significance 
to the CBD.

“This is a space, complete 
with gardens and approxi-
mately 500sq m of lawn that 
we can utilise for events, markets, functions, 
live music and more,” Rhonda said.  

“The green space is right in the hub of the 
Nambour CBD, with a multi deck car park right 
next door and is also in the Nambour Transit 
zone.”

“Adding the new outdoor lighting not only 
allows us to run day time events, but now, 
with the added lighting installed, we can host 
twilight and evening events also as TramCo 
actively plays a part in seeking options to fur-
ther activate the Nambour Special Entertain-
ment Precinct.”

The lighting will be christened on Saturday, 
2 December, when former Moreton Mill 
workers, cane farmers, and others gather for 
a reunion to mark the 20th anniversary of the 

mill’s closure.
Turning the lights on will be yet another box 

ticked for the Nambour tram project, which 
continues to make progress.

Greg said mechanical engineering of the 
tram had been completed by Stephen Braiden, 
of Covey Associates and sent to a Mel-
bourne-based rail and rolling stock engineer 
for final sign-off.

The tram bogie will be built in Innisfail, the 
chassis will be built to 90 percent completion 
in Brisbane, and the superstructure will be 
built at Witta.

TramCo has liaised with the Office of the 
National Safety Regulator to ensure it meets 
standards.

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Wine and spirit bottles now 
worth 10 cents: 

Urban Depot 
welcomes  
recycling 
expansion
RECYCLING will become a lot more attractive 
as of 1 November when a 10 cents a bottle 
refund comes into play for wine and spirit 
bottles.

Urban Depot at Nambour is gearing up for an 
influx of extra bottles thanks to the extension 
of Queensland’s container refund scheme to 
glass wine and spirit bottles between 150ml 
and 3L.

The scheme has to date covered only 
aluminium cans, other bottles such as beer 
bottles, liquid paperboard containers, steel and 
soft drink and some other plastic bottles.

Urban Depot owner Jason Irwin has boosted 
staff numbers from 13 to 16 and increased 
infrastructure at the Windsor Road Containers 
for Change facility to handle the expected 
increase in recycling.

“This is something that we have had a mass 
of enquiry on for the last five years. People 
power has kicked in and now it has happened,” 
Jason said.

Jason said expansion of the state’s recycling 
scheme was good for the planet and for genera-
tions to come.

“Anything people can do to stop containers 
going to landfill and getting them into the 
circular economy is going to be a huge benefit 
for years to come,” he said.

“We have 4 young children and we are doing 
our utmost to have a positive impact on their 
and everyone’s future.”

Jason expects Urban Depot to be particularly 
busy for the first fortnight of the expanded 
scheme and anticipates an overall increase in 
business because wine and spirit drinkers who 
may not have recycled might now jump on the 
bandwagon and bring not only wine and spirit 
bottles but other containers. 

“I think it might be a 20% increase in new 
people trying this. Now people who drink wine  
have reason to come and they might also drink 

Coke or beer and bring those recyclables, too,” 
he said.

Jason hopes the boost to staffing will help 
keep traffic moving at the drive-through facility 
but asked customers to be patient.

He said drivers were welcome to help expe-
dite the process by removing lids and by get-
ting out of their cars to deliver their recycling, 
if physically able.

“We try and keep our wait times down as 
much as possible. What we want customers 
to know is that there will be longer wait times 
because of the amount of extra people we’re 
dealing with.”

QFES responding  
bravely to fires

Every year, QFES responds to fires that 
threaten people, property and the environ-
ment. Some of these fires escape from smaller 
fires that are part of permitted activities and 
some are caused by irresponsible behaviour.

If people are careful with fire, the loss and 
damage can be greatly reduced. When condi-
tions are as dry as they are right now, everyone, 
whether you’re a backyard bonfire enthusiast or 
4WD bush basher, should monitor any complete 
fire bans (as are in place at the time of writing) 
or otherwise minimise or postpone any activity 
which could potentially start a fire. 

By far, the great majority of wildfires are 
started either accidentally or deliberately, by 
human activity. So let’s minimise our risky 
activity and minimise the number of fires.

Forests managed by HQPlantations are 
closed until further notice due to more than 40 
fires and 30 arson attacks across the plantation 
estate since the start of fire season.

It’s not acceptable that Maleny  
doesn’t have a pool

I met with the Sunshine Coast Regional 
Council back on 30 June 2023 - long before 
this summer pool season.  I put on the table 
the option of the State leasing the pool to the 
Council for a “peppercorn” amount (e.g. $1/
year). The State would continue to be respon-
sible for hard infrastructure upgrades such as 
the amenities block, disability access and any 
changes to the pool itself. 

The lease would only require Council to 
take over the day-to-day operating costs - I’ve 
subsequently been told this would equate to 
about $100,000 per year (at the most). This 
partnership works successfully in many other 
jurisdictions across Queensland. 

Out of respect, I have waited to see if Council 
would accept the solution. To date, I’ve had 
no formal response. Please know, I com-
pletely agree it is unacceptable for Maleny and 
Blackall Range residents to be without a pool.  
I have done, and will continue to do, every-
thing I can to get the pool reopened. But I need 
Council to be a willing partner.

It’s great to see the reopening of Branden-
burg Road in Mooloolah after it was severely 
damaged in the 2022 weather events. Where 
the landslip occurred, a retaining wall has 
been constructed and is a great improvement.

Works have started on road reseal upgrades 
for Lawyer and Cudgerie streets in Maleny, as 
well as Alfs Road in Bald Knob. These kerb and 
channel works will be great improvements for 
all road users and are expected to be com-
pleted by mid-November. Please be mindful of 
the works if you are travelling in the area.

Next year, works will start on the sealing of 
the gravel section towards Mooloolah’s town-
ship. I’ll have more to update early next year.

Candidate 
calls for 
meeting over 
proposed 
Palmwoods  
supermarket

A CANDIDATE for the next council election has 
called for a town meeting to discuss a proposed 
Coles supermarket for Palmwoods.

Tracy Burton, a Queensland Greens member 
who will run for division five, said more infor-
mation was needed about the development on 
Palmwoods-Montville Road.

“The vast level of earthworks carried out 
in order to redesign the natural floodplain 
appears extreme and many residents have 
expressed concern that there has been an 
overall lack of community consultation over 
this project,” Ms Burton said in a letter to the 
Gazette.

Ms Burton said people also needed more 
information about a proposed roundabout at 
Churchill Street; the impact of increased traffic 
on Margaret Street; pedestrian safety mea-
sures; the management of peak hour conges-
tion; the timeframe for roadworks; the impact 
that Coles would have on local businesses, and 
more.

But just who should organise such a 
meeting?

Ms Burton called on the Sunshine Coast 
Council and sitting councillor Winston John-
ston to organise the meeting.

However, Cr Johnston said it would be 
inappropriate for the council to call a public 
meeting about a development application, 
particularly as it was still in progress.

“The reality of the situation is that’s out for 
public notification at the present moment and 
we wouldn’t hold a public meeting until that 

has finished,” he said. Cr Johnston said Council 
had only just received all the requested doc-
umentation for the application on Friday and 
“we haven’t yet had time to review but it’s on 
Developmenti (https://developmenti.sunshine-
coast.qld.gov.au)”.

“It’s going to take some time for that docu-
mentation to be reviewed,” he said. “But I was 
assured today that the current operational 
works are 100 percent in-line with what the 
court approved, back in 2011, for the town-
houses. 

“Still, it won’t be until at least April or May 
until Council can make a decision on this 
application.”

There has been some confusion within the 
community about plans for the site.

Cr Johnston said a previous application for 
multiple dwelling units had been rejected by 
the council but the developer went to court 

which gave the go ahead for 55 town-
houses and associated site works began 
months ago.

The council subsequently received an 
application by Neubau Holdings No22 
Pty Ltd to build a 3400sq m supermarket 
with 198 carparking spaces instead of the 
townhouses.

Cr Johnston said it would be inappropriate to 
express his views about the application at this 
stage.

However, he said there were some issues 
with it, including the supermarket floor area 
of 3400sq m being above the maximum for a 
town the size of Palmwoods, and the site being 
outside the designated business area.

The Palmwoods Action Group has been 
involved in some consultation with the devel-
opers and is supportive of the project.

Spokesperson Pamela Rogowski said Palm-
woods needed a full-line supermarket, it would 
be close to the town centre without affecting it, 
good for the local economy and employment, 
and involve construction of a roundabout at 
Churchill Street which would improve safety.

She said the lobby group had emailed 550 
residents and only two had voiced objection to 
the proposal.

SHAKE It Up Music has had a shake up and 
come out the other side with a new name:

The Nambour music store has been taken 
over by Steve Gray who decided a rebranding 
was in order to accompany its new era.

Steve has a background of more than 20 years 
in the music industry and musical instrument 
sales and wholesaling.

A professional musician who once had a 
recording contract with Warner Brothers, he 
also worked in one of Canberra’s biggest music 
stores for 26 years.

“I did everything from guitar repairs to PA 
installation. In the end, I was doing all the 
imports for that business and then we started 
out on our own a couple of years ago in a trio,” 

he said.
Steve had moved to the Sunshine Coast for 

family reasons and was travelling relentlessly 
for work when he heard Shake It Up Music was 
for sale.

“I rang a friend and said, “You know what? 
It’s a good shop and the staff are really good’. I 
said, ‘If I could afford it, I’d do it,’ and he said, 
‘Why don’t you, Steve?’ so I did.”

Steve put more effort into finding a new 
name for the business than some people do 
naming their children.

He worked through about four pages of 
possibilities, trying to find something where 
the business name, domain name, and social 
media monikers were free before settling on 
Infinite Music.

Steve has retained as many of the staff as 
possible. 

“The staff had been pretty much running 
the business anyway. It was a big condition of 
me buying it,” he said.

Since taking over four months ago, he has 
put his stamp on the business by expanding 
the instrument range. Infinite Music is now 
one of only three stores in Australia selling 
Spanish-made Solar guitars. The store also 
now stocks Suhr guitars and amps, Revv 
Amplification, PRS (Paul Reed Smith) guitars, 
and Kurzeweil keyboards, as well as brands 
everyone knows, such as Yamaha.

“We’re getting a really good response from 
customers who says it’s good to have access 
to that range that we haven’t have access to 
before,” Steve said.

Woombye 
cider makers Martin

What is a low FODMAP diet and how can it 
improve your gut health?

OVER the years there 
have been many diets 
that have grown to 

popularity to achieve weight loss, health and 
wellness. Some you may have heard of such as 
paleo and keto. One that people are becoming 
more aware of is the low FODMAP diet. 

This particular diet aims to improve a 
healthy gut biome. What does our gut biome 
environment have to do with weight loss and 
improved health? 

Studies are showing that our gut health is a 
key factor to many health issues. 

What could an unhealthy gut biome be con-
tributing to?

• Autoimmune conditions such as type 1 dia-
betes, thyroid issues and rheumatoid arthritis

• Digestive issues including irritable bowel 
syndrome, bloating, constipation, diarrhea or 
heartburn

• Sugar cravings
• Sleep issues
• Skin rashes and allergies
• Unexplained mood changes such as depres-

sion and anxiety
Another very common sign is when there is 

unexplained weight loss or weight gain when 
you feel like you are doing everything right 

with your food.
A low FODMAP diet aims to assist with 

improving or supporting a healthy gut. 
FODMAP stands for fermentable oligosac-

charides, disaccharides, monosaccharides and 
polyols. 

These are short chained carbohydrates 
(sugars) that are poorly absorbed in the small 
intestine, and then ferment in the colon. 

It’s this poor absorption of essential 
nutrients that lead to many of the conditions 
mentioned above. 

While there are other important and crucial 
factors that contribute to a healthy gut biome 
such as our unique bacterial balance, taking a 
closer look at the types of food we are con-
suming is a great first step. 

There are many internet resources that 
offer full lists of the recommended foods to 
include in your low FODMAP diet and many to 
avoid, some of which you may find somewhat 
surprising. 

It’s always recommended to seek advise 
from your preferred health professional or 
nutritional advisor before undergoing any 
dietary changes.

Therapist harnesses power of vagus nerve 
for treatments
A PALMWOODS therapeutic prac-
titioner has come up with a cre-
ative way to help people regulate 
the way they respond to stressors 
in their lives. 

Tani du Toit, of Catalyst Body-
work, has developed The Restore 
Method program after educating 
herself on the vagus nerve.

While the sympathetic nervous 
system controls the body’s “fight/
flight” response, the vagus nerve, 
which runs from the lower brain 
into every organ of the body, 
controls the parasympathetic 
response. It splits into the ventral 
vagal branch or “rest/digest”, and 
the dorsal vagal circuit which uses 
“shutdown/collapse” as a defence 
mechanism.

Tani has long been interested 
in the operation of the human 
body and autonomic nervous 
system but began researching the 
vagus nerve after noticing a few 
years ago a relative was starting to 
struggle emotionally and shutting 
down.

Her studies led her to the work of 
American neuroscientist Dr Stephen 
Porges’ work on polyvagal theory, 
which proposes that the vagus nerve system 
helps regulate emotions.

“The body’s network that registers heart-
break is the vagus nerve,” Tani said. “Vagal 
tone is the health of the vagus nerve, and my 
practices aim to show how strengthening vagal 
tone through restorative breathwork, embodi-
ment and creative practices can improve phys-
ical, mental and emotional well-being.”

Her Return to the Heart workshops invite 
people to explore the landscape of their ventral 
vagal circuit as a way to learn their body’s cues 
on how it wants to anchor back to rest/digest 
mode in challenging times. 

“Meeting your unique ventral vagal symbol 
for calm can become your best friend in times 
of stress and hopelessness,” Tani said.

“After the three years we’ve had, everyone 

has stress and trauma. A lot of people are 
hurting, and returning to their heart energy 
through the vagus nerve may just be the relief 
they are looking for.”

Tani said people were always delighted 
to interpret and draw what they see during 
the guided awareness. They can wear their 
drawings home from the workshops as henna 
designs.

“No two are ever the same. When they henna 
their design, it is quiet and meditative and a 
special space to be in.”

Aunty Hilda’s Tea-Soaked Currant 
Cake: The taste of nostalgia and 
delight!

I have opened the Family Recipe 
Vault and I am very excited to 
share this old favourite with you 

all. Now before you go and turn 
your nose up at a fruit cake, you 
absolutely need to give this one a 
try! It is very easy to make and is 
a great option for morning teas, 
snacks and lunchboxes. (Yes, my 
kids love it!)

Ingredients
• 1 cup Aussie currants
• ½ cup sugar 
• 1 cup cold black tea
• 1 ½ cups SR flour
• 1 tsp vanilla

Method
The night before you intend to 

make this cake you will need to 
make a cup of black tea and soak 
the currants in the tea overnight 
in a large bowl. Just the mere sight 
of soaking currants sends my crew 
into an excited frenzy, knowing a 
currant cake is going to be baked in 
the near future! 

Leave the currants to soak over-
night, covering the bowl with glad-
wrap or similar. You need time for 
the currants to soak in the flavour 
of the tea and swell up. You cannot 
short cut this step! Trust me, I 
know. “Mum, this cake doesn’t 
taste as good as normal?”

In the morning, discard the tea 
bags and mix the self-raising flour, 
sugar and vanilla into the currant 
mix and put in a loaf tin and bake 
at 180 degrees for 45 mins. Make 
sure it has shrunk away from the 
edges of the loaf tin and is a golden 
brown on top when you take it out 
of the oven. 

Now this is where you can get 
into trouble, because there are 
only 2 ends to the cake and we race 
at our house to get a crust! The 
cake has a slightly chewy outside 
and a sweet fruity taste inside. 

It really is heavenly. Serve warm 
out of the oven, sliced with butter. 
The cake will keep for a few days 
on the bench apparently, but that 
hasn’t ever happened at our house! 

I hope you enjoy this deliciously 
simple cake featuring Austra-
lian-grown currants.  

Aunty Hilda was the strong 
pioneering sort of woman, 5 
ft nothing, who immigrated 
from England in the 1960s and 
embraced all Australia had to offer. 

She raised three children with 
her darling husband Uncle 
Jim in country Victoria. 

Any recipe that was good 
enough for Aunty Hilda is cer-
tainly welcome in my kitchen. 
My dear Aunty Hilda has 
since passed but she would 
be tickled pink to think I have 
shared the recipe with you all.

• The proposed roundabout
• Pedestrian traffic measures to ensure safety 

along Margaret Street
• Timeframe of roadworks
• Heavy machinery component and impact 

on Margaret Street
• Measures to alleviate congestion during 

peak hours on Palmwoods/Montville Road
• The financial impact on local businesses if 

a Coles were to be built.
• The impact of increased traffic in an 

already very unsafe traffic situation along Mar-
garet Street, particularly at the intersections of 
Main Street, Briggs Street and Jubilee Drive. 

Many questions still need to be answered.
I call upon Cr Johnson and Council to call an 

urgent town hall meeting which is well adver-
tised around town via corflute etc., not relying 
on social media.  

I would also like to take the opportunity to 
hear from residents and their concerns. 

Together we can continue to maintain 
Palmwoods as a safe, enjoyable place to live - a 
partnership where communities can have a 
greater say and can co-design any proposed 
major changes to their well-loved township.

What an interest rate hike might 
mean for homeowners, buyers ...

BY the time you 
read this, the 
Reserve Bank, 

at the urging of the 
IMF, may have likely 
made the decision 
to increase interest rates by 0.25 
percent. 

Ideally, let’s hope this hasn’t 
occurred. 

But if it has, then what does it 
mean for home owners, investors 
and potential purchasers.  

Firstly, if the rates have gone 
up I’m hoping you either backed a 
winner on the Melbourne Cup or you 
simply chose to hang onto your hard 
earned cash (because you may very 
well need it). 

When discussing the implications 
about interest rate rises its important 
to acknowledge the vagaries and 
variances that differ from loan to 
loan. So, let’s speak in very broad 
terms.

Capacity & Serviceability
The two main points to note are:
• Serviceability (how much extra 

do you need to pay each week); and
• Adjustments in borrowing 

capacity (will the banks now lend 

you less money to buy a prop-
erty?).

Let’s say you have a some-
what standard mortgage of 
$600,000. 

Then, with a rate rise of 
0.25%, you may find yourself 
paying $30-$50 more per 
week, or be able to borrow 
$5000-$15,000 less than you 
could last week. 

It may not seem like a great deal, 
however given the recent tough 
times many people have been expe-
riencing this could come as another 
body blow. 

Keep in mind too that the majority 
of investment properties are owned 
by everyday mums and dads. 

This means they’ll now be paying 
more on both their own home and 
their investment. Ouch!

Or perhaps you are looking to 
buy, could that $5000-$15,000 get 
you over the line with a successful 
purchase?
