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Woombye’s new Main Street

AFTER 136 years, Woombye’s main
street has evolved from a staging
depot during the gold rush to a much-
loved township.

And now Sunshine Coast Council
has revealed the final design of the
town’s main street and it’s living up to
its golden history.

Sunshine Coast Council Division 5
Councillor Winston Johnston said he
was excited to deliver a design that
enhanced the town’s heritage.

“Woombye derived its name from

which refers both to the black myrtle
tree and the axe handle made from
its wood, then it was called Middle
Camp, then Cobb’s Camp in 1885
before becoming the town we know
today,” Cr Johnston said.

“Woombye is a very enticing hin-
terland town and I think these qual-
ities are even more prominent in the
streetscape design - a design which
was very much community devel-
oped and inspired.”

Council has been working with

groups and visitors since November
last year to bring the vision to life.
“The final concept design has
been developed and expanded from
community consultation which high-
lighted strong support for an attrac-
tive town centre, improved pedes-
trian experience and parking, and
sharing Woombye’s story through art.
“I'm proud to see the final design
embody the community’s values
which deliver social, economic and
sustainable benefits for locals and

Shady street trees and garden
beds will be planted to cool the foot-
path, beautify and extend the green,
leafy look and feel, to the west of the
town centre. The design also high-
lights a pedestrian friendly street by
improving footpaths and crossings,
making it easier to cross the street,
slowing traffic and improving access
for all abilities. Convenient and avail-
able parking close to the shops was a
strong priority for the community.

“The final concept design is a

parking and improving the experi-
ence of residents and visitors,” Cr
Johnston said. “We have reduced
some of the garden beds to include
more parking on Blackall Street
and are investigating the permitted
parking duration to improve turn-
over for adjacent businesses.

“The project team will also inves-
tigate parking spaces on Wakefield
Street and add two more spaces to
Hill Street.”

Number 10
turns up the
volume on
music scene

A Nambour business has announced ambitious
plans to transform part of their Bury Street
warehouse into the Sunshine Coast’s newest
live-music venue with the support of a $53,368
Federal Government Grant.

Construction is underway on the 300 square
meter venue, ‘Number 10, which will include
a large garden bar for acoustic performances,
an indoor bar and entertainment area and a
kitchen specialising in pizza and crepes.

Owners Phil Turvey and Justine Hemmings
are trying to re-energise a major building and
reinvigorate the music scene under Nambour
CBD’s Special Entertainment Precinct status.
Number 10 is part of the footprint of Big Audio
Live in the old Bi-Rite — 1200 square metre
premises fronting both Currie and Bury Streets
— which had stood vacant for 5 years.

Federal Member for Fairfax Ted O’Brien said
the funding boost was not just a major win for
Nambour, but a real showstopper for the live-
music sector on the Sunshine Coast.

“Nambour remains the soul of the Sunshine
Coast and ‘Number 10’ is going to make sure
that that soul is brought to life for the future
and the Federal Government is delighted to be
contributing,” Mr O’Brien said.

“The stage is set for Nambour to amplify its
reputation as a live-music and arts hub on the
Sunshine Coast.

“It's no secret that the past two years have
been incredibly difficult for the live-music
industry, but today’s announcement is another
sign that the music is back.

“I am delighted to support Phil and his new
venture which will provide so many opportuni-
ties for the local music scene.”

Big Audio will be the first venue to open in
Nambour under Council’s Special Entertain-
ment Precinct regulations which means the
business is exempt from the amplified music

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Couple takes Unitywater to
court to fight water bill

A Nambour couple is taking Unitywater to
court over a water bill that was ten times the
normal amount.

Bob and Lorraine Roberts said their last
water bill from May rose from the usual $300
to $3000 — or about 680,000 litres of water.

“Unity water says we must have left a garden
hose turned on,” said Bob. “But we had a leak
detector check, and there were no leaks in
the system at all. Our plumber calculated that
the volume of water we have supposedly used
(680,000 litres) would have to have poured out
of a tap for three and a half to four and a half
weeks — full on day and night — to deliver so
much water.”

Bob said it was inconceivable that they
would not have noticed such a flow.

“There have been no signs of erosion or
abundance of growth in the only area such a
hose lies,” he said.

“Besides, it is on the bank just by our bed-
room window and water would have flowed
to our back door. We may even have heard it
flowing.”

Bob said he questioned the bill and asked
Unity water several times to visit their home
and discuss the situation “and convince us that
such a flow could have occurred”.

“Unitywater have refused to do that and
have been insultingly arrogant. We are aged
pensioners, long standing customers and have
lived here for nearly 40 years.”

“They just say ‘that is what the meter says
and you must pay’.

Bob said Unity Water have refused to disclose
any information about similar cases in the area
or of any work on the supply line, that might

have caused a surge. The meter is mechanical
and does not have a surge protector fitted.

“I have found part of an article reporting a
similar case — bill 10 times the usual amount
— that was in our Rosemount area. That was
10 years ago and the then-boss of Unitywater
admitted that meter readings were not always
correct and errors did occur in billing. At the
time of that case there were 180 customers
questioning their water bills from Unity
Water!”

This is a very stressful business
for us.’

The matter has now escalated to the
Queensland Civil and Administrative Tribunal
(QCAT) and the case comes up on December 8
at the Maroochydore Magistrate’s Court.

“We have taken the matter to the QCAT level
on principal,” said Bob. “We want more trans-
parency and honesty from a company that is
a monopoly and has to please share holders.
They preach they are ‘customer oriented’ and
yet they do this. They have all the power to
exploit vulnerable customers, especially the
elderly and infirm. This is a very stressful busi-
ness for us.”

The alternative school that
embraces adventure, wins
major business award

THE Wildlings Forest School, run in the
open-air muddy banks of Petrie Creek at Burn-
side is a place where students can, quite liter-
ally, run wild.

The Nambour enterprise that puts dirt back
into childhood and encourages risky play is
striking a chord with parents looking for an
antidote to mainstream education. And on Sat-
urday November 13 it attracted the attention
of the business community when it won the
Education & Training Category at the Sunshine
Coast Business Awards.

Founders Nicki Farrell and Vicki Oliver
encourage kids to climb trees, explore the
forest and cover themselves from head to toe
in mud - all things that may be forbidden at a
mainstream school.

“We encourage our children to use hand tools
such as pen knives, bow saws and hand drills
and teach them how to whittle and light fires

from as early as they show interest,” said Nicki.

“We believe children are and have always
been, capable and competent human beings.
It’s our own perception of risk as adults that is
the real issue of getting children back outdoors.

“Think about what we all used to do as chil-
dren. Children are still capable of doing these
things, perhaps even more so because they're
better risk assessors. What'’s the difference for
example between giving a child a whittling
knife or a kitchen knife or scissors to use? How
is shallow creek different to their bathtub at
home? How is playing with a stick different to
using a sharp pencil?”

Nicki and Vicki say getting kids outdoors has
many benefits in addition to exercise, such as
improved attitudes and behaviour, better social
interactions, creativity and resilience. Allowing
children to follow their own innate curiosity,
leads to learning outcomes of equal, or greater

importance, than in a classroom.

“If we remove the risk management side of
life for children, they never learn how to nav-
igate the real world on their own. They may

doubt their own decision making skills,” said
Vicki.

“Some kids we’ve met have never touched
mud or walked or gone a walk through a forest
— here on the Sunshine Coast. They have no
muscle tone, their bodies have no true live
experience. Society has become scared of let-
ting children be children. Our aim as a business
is simply to be a place where kids can be kids.
Where we put the dirt back in to childhood.”

‘Just let them play’

“So if you want to help improve your child’s
chances of academic success let them go out-
side, let them play in risky — we prefer the term
adventurous ways — let them use real tools,
let them use their outside voices, let them get
muddy. Just let them play,” said Nicki.

Garden Expo will
continue to bloom
in Nambour

Australia’s second largest garden show, the
Queensland Garden Expo held annually at the
Nambour Showgrounds, will now enter negoti-
ations with Sunshine Coast Council to lock in a
three-year sponsorship arrangement.

Economy Portfolio Councillor Jason O’Pray
said the expo, first held in 1985, was second
only to the Melbourne International Flower and
Garden Show in terms of size.

“It is estimated that the expo will collectively
attract 23,850 exhibitors, speakers, support
personnel and attendees from outside the Sun-
shine Coast, generating more than 44,000 vis-
itor nights per year,” Cr O’Pray said.

“It has the potential to offer a real shot in
the arm for our tourism industry which is so
important to our local economy after a tumul-
tuous couple of years due to the impacts of
COVID.

The direct economic benefit from visitor
room nights and the spend in the local economy
has been conservatively estimated at $9 million.

Community contributions are also of signifi-
cant value, with more than 30 community clubs
benefiting from an estimated $50,000 each year
through their involvement.

The Sunshine Coast Events Board, which
includes community leaders from a wide range
of professions, recommended that council pro-
vide sponsorship for the 2022-2024 Queensland
Garden Expo events.

8-10, 2022, and garden expo lovers are encour-
aged to subscribe to receive event updates at
www.gldgardenexpo.com.au or follow on Face-
book @qldgardenexpo.

Councilmovestoreinin
Yandina development rush

AT a Council meeting on November
10, Div 10 Cr David Law successfully
argued that further amendments to
the Sunshine Coast Planning Scheme
(2014) for Yandina be put on hold
until the new Planning Scheme (2024)
comes into force.

A parcel of land at the centre of the
issue lies between Steggalls and Bran-
dons Roads and on Ninderry Road
near the Spirit House (see map). It was
added to Yandina’s Urban Footprint in
the SEQ Regional Plan (2017) at Coun-
cil's request following lobbying by
landholders.

President of the Yandina and Dis-
trict Community Association (YADCA) Marie
Reeve said she supported Councillor Law’s
action.

“There is already sufficient residential-zoned
land to meet demand to 2031 according to
Council’s Fact sheet ‘SEQ Regional Plan Review
- Preferred Settlement Pattern 2041’)” Ms Reeve
said. “Yandina has capacity for more than 500
new dwellings. With a population of 8000 the
town is growing at 3 percent per annum. Put-
ting on hold the extra residential development
that would occur on the Steggalls Road site will
give the Council time to bring the community
infrastructure up to a level sufficient to support
the existing population and the increase in pop-
ulation that will result from the developments
already underway in Yandina.”

Ms Reeve said in planned greenfield sites
— where provision is made upfront for com-
munity infrastructure such as bike and foot
paths, parks, playgrounds, schools and utilities
— established towns like Yandina have been
forced to accept growth from subdivisions and
infill developments without commensurate
upgrading of community infrastructure.

“Footpaths start and end adjacent to new
estates with plenty of missing links,” she said.
“Bike paths are non-existent except on Far-
rell Street. The local skate facility and park
are in need of an upgrade and parking spaces
are already under pressure at busy times. The
school has limited space to expand without

losing sporting fields and public transport is
limited to one bus route between Nambour and
Noosa and two trains a day.”

Ms Reeve said that people wanted Yandina
to retain its pleasant semi-rural lifestyle and
preserve the historic village character that had
made it an attractive place to live.

“But there has to be upgrading of community
infrastructure commensurate with the increase
in residential development that has already
occurred or is underway,” she said.

“The delay in the amendment gives Council
time to bring community infrastructure in
Yandina up to the standard required for green-
field developments elsewhere on the Sunshine
Coast so that itis properly prepared for develop-
ment such as those now put on hold.”

Ms Reeve said millions of dollars had been
received from the Infrastructure Levy paid on
each new residential property in Yandina but
Council’s policy has been to spend none of
those funds in Yandina.

“Instead directing them to other infrastruc-
ture developments on the Sunshine Coast con-
sidered to have greater priority than those of
the town in which the levy was collected.”

Ms Reeve said if living standards and amenity
were to be maintained in established towns like
Yandina, planning, residential development
and infrastructure must be “considered holisti-
cally, not in a piecemeal way, from one develop-
ment application to another”.

WE live in a changing world, facing uncer-
tainty, and new experiences - and many of us
are struggling.

This also reduces immune system function
(not ideal in the current climate) while sup-
pressing digestion and cognition.

Long-term, being “stuck” in this state inter-
rupts the body’s ability to heal, and can lead
to many chronic, digestive, and inflammatory
conditions.

You can support your nervous system
health by:

+ Nourishing your body with nutrient-dense
soups, stews and slow-cooked meals that are
easier for your digestive system to break down
and absorb

« Drinking plenty of filtered water to keep
your brain and cells hydrated and support
detoxification

+ Moving your body (swimming, stretching,
dancing in the kitchen) to release pent-up
energy

+ Hugging a loved one or fur friend for 20 sec-
onds or more stimulates oxytocin, a hormone
that helps us feel relaxed, safe, and loved

« Deep belly breathing tells our nervous
system that our body is “safe” and can switch
out of survival mode

« Focusing on what you can control - there are
always options, the trick is getting out of your
own way long enough to see them.

Is a permanent water
diversion on the cards?

I am another resident whose property adjoins
the wetland area that was the subject of your
article: “Duck Pond sediment control measures
an eyesore: resident” (SVGazette, November 10).

Your article does not address a concern that
we have about the possible permanent diver-
sion of run-off water away from this wetland.

Council first circulated a ‘Project News’ leaflet
dated October 2020 that defined the scope of
works on Project P-H3740 as a ‘sediment basin
and ephemeral wetland'.

The start of work was delayed when Council
was alerted to the fact that hundreds of chest-
nut-breasted mannikin finches nest every year
in the area where the proposed basin was to be
dug.
But work finally began and by June 2021 what
had been green wetland had been stripped of
all vegetation.

Then work came to a halt.

In October I wrote to Council to ask what was
happening and received an email and then a
phone call from the Project Manager.

He explained that the temporary pipes put
in place to prevent run-off water from flowing
into the wetland had been expected to dry out
the area sufficiently to permit digging the
sediment basin and planting native vegeta-
tion. However, the wetland hadn’t dried out.

It seems there are springs in the wetland that
may not have been identified in the preliminary
survey.

It was therefore not possible to get equip-
ment into the area to do the planned work.

Moreover, since run-off had begun flowing
directly downstream toward the Kolora duck
pond without passing through the wetland,
water quality in the duck pond had improved
- as Cr Winston Johnston states in your article.

What he did not say, however, is that a per-
manent diversion of water run-off is therefore
under consideration.

Those of us residing near this wetland now
wonder if such a permanent diversion is part of
the revised plan.

More importantly, what effect would a per-
manent diversion of water run-off away from
our wetland have on this important area for
both vegetation and local wildlife.

Water quality and revegetation of this wetland
must not be compromised in an effort to improve
the more publicly visible duck pond area.

In view of Council’s failure to get a full assess-
ment of this wetland’s water sources prior to
beginning the project, we are understandably
anxious about the final outcome. We look for-
ward to an updated ‘Project News’ leaflet and/
or a meeting with local residents to provide
further information about the Council’s revised
plans for our wetland.

The median value of homes on the Sun-
shine Coast went up by more than 2 per cent in
October.

For the Sunshine Coast, with its average
house price of more than $830,000, that equates
to about an extra $16,000 a month, or about
$4000 a week.

Experts provide three factors responsible for
the latest surge.

The first is the ‘wealth effect, with city
slickers feeling richer as their own finances
increase due to rampant property price rises.

Telecommuting was the second factor, which
allows for employees to work from home,
thereby de-emphasising the need to travel to a
nearby physical location for employment.

Affordability was the third factor, as hinter-
land properties tend to be priced lower than
those in coastal or big city areas.

of Vulnerable in the states of Victoria and New
South Wales, their research has been very
helpful in understanding these unique animals.
As habitat and hollow trees are demolished in
Queensland, our animals also face a dim future.

These five little terrors are now doing every-
thing they should be doing. They are skilled
hunters and have reached their recommended
release weight. I didn’t think my aviary was large
enough to provide for the fitness, and I didn’t
trust the snake proofing, so my back patio is the
perfect solution for the next few weeks. It has
been converted to a modified phascogale habitat!

It is exhausting watching them hopping and
leaping around from branch to branch at night.
In the wild they have huge territories so they
have to be fit to get around, and they have to be
fit by their breeding time in May to July.

The first night they all returned to a cosy
pouch in their small aviary. The next night the
two smaller treasures returned to their pouch
again. A rustling noise in two closed drawers
of an old sewing table led me to the other three.
They had entered from underneath.

They will be returned in a specially con-
structed nestbox (thanks to Bob the Builder
again!), to their original area. It is sad to think
the three little males only have a year of life, as
they die after their first over-indulgent breeding
season! The females usually only produce once
but may live for another year or two. Nature
sometimes seems cruel but it is part of an
amazing ecological structure.

IT would be funny - if only it wasn’t so true. Like
a scene from the ABC comedy series Utopia, but
in real life.

It’s called the Bruce Highway Western Alter-
native (BHWA) and it’s at planning study stage.

In the same week that the Council of Mayors
for South East Queensland (COMSEQ) called
on the state government to get moving on key
transport and liveability projects in time for
the Brisbane 2032 Olympic and Paralympics
Games, the response from the State’s Trans-
port Minister, via the Department of Trans-
port and Main Roads (TMR), was to announce
a second highway for a transport corridor
from Stafford, north of Brisbane to Beer-
burrum, where it would reconnect to Steve
Irwin Way.

A state government that likes to be seen as
green, carbon clean and electric, and berates
the Federal Government for not acting quickly
enough on climate change — comes up with
more roads and lanes as a solution to their
state imposed Caboolture West congestion.

There already is an electric solution, and it
isn’t a car, nor does it need charging stations
every 180-200km or so.

It’s just that the Government won’t fund rail
properly or build it.

Anyone would think they had shares in
bitumen companies.

The hypocrisy is breathtaking and
it’s time to call it out.

This may be why the Queensland Govern-
ment wasn’t invited to the UN driven Confer-
ence of all Parties climate summit in Glasgow
(COP26) held last week. 40,000 delegates did
attend, most of whom flew there.

The Minister likes to tweet pictures of him-
self in Lycra with a bike, but I'm yet to see
him tweet himself in the luxurious, massive
Bentley I've seen him travel in to the Sunshine
Coast.

It was just over 2 years ago, in September
2019 that the Sunshine Coast council lobbied
the state government to stop this Highway.

The Sunshine Coast daily reported Cr Rick
Baberowski describing it as; a ‘tremendous
threat’ to the Coast lifestyle.

“TI think our collective message... is we
already have three corridors, fix them first,”
Cr Baberowski said.

The three corridors being the Bruce
Highway, Steve Irwin Way and the North
Coast Rail Line.

The Council voted in favour of their then
CEO Michael Whittaker, writing to TMR
opposing the plan.

Mayor Mark Jamieson “condemned” the
proposal and made clear there was no council
support for it.

It comes as no surprise to RAIL - Back on
Track, the web-based public transport advo-
cacy group for whom I act as Sunshine Coast
spokesperson.

We’ve been calling for public transport to
be removed from TMR for quite some time,
and we call for an independent body - one
that doesn’t use roads as its only solution to
congestion.

We think ‘Public Transport Queensland’
would suffice.

TMR has been involved in all of the recent
rail bungles, including the 2015 Redcliffe Pen-
insula line rail signalling mismatch and the
2017 NGR trains fit-out fiasco.

The only ones who ever pay the price are
the hapless commuters.

Judgement should begin at home.
